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Call Signalling Transport Channel Suspension and Redirection

AAP Summary

This Recommendation specifies a mechanism that allows H.323 entities participating in a stable call to temporarily suspend and later resume the call signalling channel. Suspending transport channels can help optimize the use of network resources in the entity and increase its scalability.

Further, using the procedures described in this Recommendation, an intermediate entity, such as a Gatekeeper that routes call signalling messages at the beginning of the call, may remove itself from the call signalling path once the call is stable, and establish the call signalling path directly between the other two entities. Doing so would not only help in the scalability of the Gatekeeper, it would also allow it to provide routing, translation, forwarding, and other services that are typically required before the completion of the call.
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
