Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation T.44

Mixed Raster Content (MRC)

AAP Summary

This revision of T.44 (previously called Amendment 2, “Availability to use YCC colour space”) adds support to use the YCC colour space in fax terminals. This change will allow the alignment of the colour spaces in T.44 with those in T.42 and will increase in the scope and applicability of T.44-based applications. This is done by the definition of the following methods:
1. New 3 Octet bit numbers were defined for applying YCC colour space (table2/T.44).

2. Definition for layer base colour gamut range marker segment (OMSgy) and an MRC9 entry.

3. Some notes were added for using YCC colour space in background/foreground layer base colour in Stripe data structure and layer base colour in SLC.

4. The definitions of G3FAX1, G3FAX2 and G3FAX3 in Appendix I were replaced by the definition G3FAX4, G3FAX5 and G3FAX6 in Annex B, in order to support YCC.
