Safety Procedures for Outdoor Installations

(Geneva, 2004)

Summary

This Recommendation has the objective to establish the procedures of safety for personnel and operation and protection against fire in outdoor telecom installations and in shared infrastructures.

This recommendation was based on answers of companies representing 28 countries (Brazil, Cameroon, China, Côte d'Ivoire, Cuba, Denmark, Israel, Italy, Jamaica, Japan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Lebanon, Lithuania, Malta, Philippines, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Seychelles, Suriname, Spain, Sudan, Switzerland, Thailand, Turkey, United Arab Emirates, United Kingdom and Ukraine, of questionnaire correspondent through circular TSB 89, and complementary questionnaire correspondent though circular TSB208 and Ukraine that presented in separate a contribution D.27, in the meeting held in Geneva 7-12 April 2003.
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
