Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation D.000 – Terms and definitions for the D-series Recommendations (published in Report COM 3-R 5, Part II)

Summary

This Recommendation sets out the general principles for developing and using terms and definitions in the D-series Recommendations. The Recommendation also contains a list of definitions applicable to all D-series Recommendations.

It is proposed to add a new definition on “transparency”.

Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation D.140 – Accounting rate principles for international 
telephone services (published in COM 3-R 7, Part II, Sections 2 and 3)

Summary

Recommendation D.140 provides administrations with guidelines to facilitate bilateral negotiations to set or revise accounting rates for the international telephone service.

The Recommendation comprises a main part containing five principles, and five Annexes A, B, C, D and E. Study Group 3 has decided to add an Annex F entitled “Principles to be applied by Administrations in developing and using a cost model”. Annex F is intended to help Administrations in developing a cost model.

It is also proposed to amend paragraph C.3 of Annex C to include an additional approach for bilateral negotiation of accounting rates.

Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation D.180 – Occasional provision of circuits for 
international sound – and television – programme transmissions 

(published in COM 3-R 7, Part II, Section 4)

Summary

Recommendation D.180 describes the procedures to be followed by Administrations for the occasional provision of circuits for international sound – and television – programme transmissions, and the charging and accounting principles for this service.

It is proposed to amend paragraph 5.3 to specify a uniform procedure of the chargeable duration.

Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation D.190 – Exchange of international traffic 
accounting 
data between Administrations using electronic data interchange (EDI) 
techniques (published in COM 3-R 7, Part II, Section 1)


Summary

This Recommendation promotes a set of common data standards which can be used by Administrations to exchange traffic accounting and settlement data with each other using Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) techniques.

It is proposed to amend paragraph 5.2 in order to allow the use of code tables and types of codes developed by ETIS.
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
