Transitional measures taken after the World Telecommunication Standardization Conference (WTSC-96) �

To the Director-General


Dear Sir,


1	As you are aware WTSC-96 (Geneva, 9-18 October 1996) has approved a revised �Resolution 1 on  “Rules of Procedures of the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector �(ITU-T)” and a revised Resolution 2 on “Study Group responsibility and mandates” as reported in TSB Circular 3.


2	WTSC-96 has requested a degree of flexibility for the application of the new rules for the approval of new and revised Recommendations (Resolution 1, Section 8). In pursuance of this request I have decided that TSB Circular giving the Director’s announcement of the intended application of the approval procedure at a given Study Group meeting will continue to follow the rules of Resolution 1 of WTSC-93 (Helsinki, 1-12 March 1993), if mailed prior to the end of 1996 (consultation after the meeting of the Study Group). For the TSB Circular mailed after this date the rules of WTSC-96 will apply. All other aspects of Resolution 1 of WTSC-96 are now in force, including the determination by a Study Group or Working Party that a draft Recommendation is sufficiently mature to apply the approval procedure.


3	With TSB Circular 1 of 1 November 1996 concerning the updating of the list of addresses for the dispatch of ITU-T and TSB documents during 1997-2000 study period, I have requested to fill in Annex 2 and return it prior to 15 December 1996, since the new list of addresses will enter into force on 15 January 1997. For the transitional period (before 15 January 1997) the ITU-T and TSB documents will be mailed in accordance with the list of addresses of the study �period 1993-1996.

4	Since ITU-T Study Group 16 (Multimedia services and systems) is a new Study Group created by WTSC-96, it is necessary to have transitional measures for dispatching corresponding ITU-T and TSB documents prior to 15 January 1997. Therefore up to this date documents for this Study Group will be mailed to all our membership (1 copy per member).


Thus, you are kindly requested to ensure that, up to 15 January 1997, the relevant information �will be forwarded to the participants of your organization interested in the work of ITU-T Study �Group 16.


5	Exceptionally, copy of ITU-T Study Group 16 documents mailed prior to 15 January 1997 will be available on request at their first meeting, scheduled to take place in Geneva from �17 to 27 March 1997.
