4.1	Use of SSCOP in conjunction with SSCF


Mod. a):


Add the following sentence at the end of § 1:


In particular, an SSCOP entity can only be used in conjunction with the requirements specified by a particular SSCOP user, e.g., a particular SSCF Recommendation, and as a peer entity to the corresponding SSCOP entity, operating in conjunction with the requirements specified by same SSCOP user, e.g., the same SSCOP Recommendation.


5.	Increased interoperability


5.1	Increased robustness during power-up connection establishment


Synopsis:


An option is introduced to allow the SSCOP entity to accept a BGN PDU in state IDLE irrespective of the values of N(SQ) in the BGN PDU and the state variable VR(SQ).

In the SDL diagram (Figure 20/Q.2110), replace the actions after receipt of a "BGN PDU" in state "Idle" with the definition as shown in Figure 5.1 below.
