3.1	Echo control-related procedures

Synopsis

New echo control logic procedures have been specified in ITU-T Recommendation Q.115 [2] in conjunction with new echo control signalling procedures in ITU-T Recommendation Q.764 [3]. As a result, the echo control-related statements in the procedures for Call Diversion services have become outdated. As a consequence, the echo control-related text phrases in § 2.5.2.5.1.2 c) and § 2.5.2.5.1.2 e) have to be replaced by new text.

Please replace the following text phrases in ITU-T Recommendation Q.732.2-5 [1]:

2.5.2.5.1.2 c)	Diversion procedures at the diverting exchange

...

If during the establishment of the forwarded leg the total propagation delay of the connection exceeds the value where echo control is necessary, echo control devices should be included. The echo control procedures as defined in the basic call control procedures apply.
