1	As announced at the May 1996 meeting of Study Group 2 and with my agreement, I would like to inform you that Working Party 1 of Study Group 2 (Network Operation) will meet in London from Monday, 18 to Friday, 22 November 1996, inclusive. 

Registration for the meeting will commence at 0800 hours on the first day, and the meeting will commence at 0900 hours.

The discussions will be in one language only complying with decisions taken in accordance with the provisions in force.

2	The meeting will be jointly hosted by the UK Administration, BT and several other ROAs and telecommunication organizations, and will take place at:

3	As this meeting will be held after the World Telecommunication Standardization Conference in October 1996 (WTSC-96), decisions of this Conference may change structure, mandate, etc. of the existing Study Groups.

4	The draft agenda and work plan for the meeting, as prepared by the Working Party 1/2�Chairman and Vice-Chairman, are contained in Annex 1.

	In Annex 3 you will find information on all of the practical arrangements for the meeting, including hotel reservation details.  Please note that in order to take advantage of preferential room rates, you should make your hotel reservation by no later than 4 November 1996.

5	Pursuant to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 6, of the WTSC (Helsinki, 1993), contributions to the work of the Study Group shall be submitted to the Director of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau (TSB).��a)	Contributions received at least two months before the meeting shall be published in the 	normal way.

b)	Contributions received by the Director less than two months but not less than seven working days before the meeting shall be published as "delayed contributions", in the original language only, and shall be distributed at the beginning of the meeting to only the participants present. Such contributions must be received by the TSB not later than 6 November 1996 (and preferably before this date, in view of the fact that the meeting will be held outside of Geneva).  However, if delayed contributions contain draft revised Recommendations or draft new Recommendations, and are received by the Director one month before the meeting, they shall be translated and distributed at the beginning of the meeting.

Pursuant to the provisions of Recommendation A.1, Section 2, of the WTSC (Helsinki, 1993), three copies of contributions, drafted in one or more of the official languages of the Union, should be sent to the TSB; further copies should be sent directly by the authors to the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen of Study Groups as well as to the Working Party Chairmen and Rapporteurs concerned.

It has been decided that, with a view to settling any questions which might arise concerning contributions, the name and the fax and telephone numbers of the person to be contacted will henceforth be mentioned on contributions.  Accordingly, please give those details on the cover page of all contributions.

6	The main aim of this meeting, and the condition for authorizing its approval, is that it be used for the purpose of advancing the approval process for new or revised Recommendations (see the Report of the September 1995 meeting, COM 2-R 36, paragraph 18).  Also, a commitment was made at the May 1996 meeting of Study Group 2 that the production of stable texts for Recommendations E.164, E.164.1, E.190 and E.170 in time to enable them to be proposed for Resolution No. 1 approval at the May 1997 meeting would be the principal goal of the meeting.  You are therefore please requested to focus your contributions on the texts of these four Recommendations.  The Chairman of the meeting of WP 1/2 will reserve the right to give priority to contributions which focus on the stabilization of these texts, which may result in contributions concerning other topics being held over to the May 1997 meeting of the Study Group.

7	Several IBM PC Compatible and Apple Macintosh Compatible computers equipped with printers will be available for the use of delegates during the meeting (see also Annex 3 for details). 

8	In order to enable the TSB to make the necessary arrangements concerning the documentation and organization of the meeting, I should be grateful if you would send me, by letter or fax (No.: +41 22 730 5853), as soon as possible, but not later than 28 October 1996, the list of people who will be representing your Administration, recognized operating agency, scientific or industrial organization, other entity dealing with telecommunication matters, or regional and/or international organization. The registration form in Annex 2, duly completed (one per participant), should be attached to the list.

Hotel:				Bedrooms have been reserved at the Hilton National London Olympia for the duration of the meeting at a special rate of £95 per night, single room, including breakfast and VAT (tax).  To obtain rooms at this rate, details should be shown on the attached form, which should be copied to Inntel by fax by 4 November.  Any enquiries regarding bookings should be addressed to �Marion Carter at Inntel, telephone +44 1206 211106.

Travel:				Participants arriving at London Heathrow Airport are advised to travel by London Underground, on the Piccadilly Line, which departs from Heathrow Central (serving terminals 1,2 and 3) and Heathrow Terminal 4) at 5 to 15 minute intervals from early morning to midnight and alight at Hammersmith.  The Underground fare is £2.10 and the journey time about 40 minutes.  Taxis are available at Hammersmith Station (fare approximately £4), or alternatively buses 9, 9a, 10 and 27, for the 10-minute ride to the hotel.  Participants arriving between the hours of 0830 and 1800 are advised to check at Heathrow Underground Stations whether Kensington Olympia Station is open.  If so, it is more convenient to continue on the Piccadilly Line to Earls Court and change to the shuttle train to Kensington Olympia Station (5 minutes), which is 400 yards from the hotel.

					Participants arriving at London Gatwick are advised to travel by train to London Victoria Station.  Departures are at 15 to 30 minute intervals from early morning to late evening.  The travel time is 35-45 minutes and the Standard Class fare is £7.50 or £8.90, depending on the train operator.  Depending on the time of travel, return tickets may be available at reduced rates.  From London Victoria, taxis are available and the rate is approx. £10, with a journey time of 30 to 45 minutes and the London Underground District Line westbound services all stop at Earls Court, from where the shuttle service to Kensington Olympia operates (see above).
