To the Director-General,

Dear Sir,

1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 8, Characteristics of telematic systems, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Helsinki, 1993) for the approval of 8 revised and new Recommendations.

2	For this purpose, at the meeting of Study Group 8, which will be held at ITU headquarters in Geneva from 4 to 13 February 1997, one working session will be devoted on 13 February 1997 to consider the application of the approval procedure for these revised and new Recommendations, and I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).

�3	The summaries of the 8 draft new and revised Recommendations as well as the locations of the texts are given in Annex 1.

4	Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of the draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to the TSB, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this circular, in accordance with TSB patent policy (see paragraphs 2 and 3 of Annex 2).

5	Under Resolution 1, Section 6, of the WTSC (Helsinki, 1993), contributions relating to the draft revised and new Recommendations must be sent to the Director (in this connection, see TSB Collective-letter 1/8).

6	The meeting of the Study Group will open on 4 February 1997 at 0930 hours. Information on the meeting room will be displayed on the screens at the entrances to the ITU headquarters building.

7	Interpretation will be provided for the meeting in accordance with the current provisions.

8	In order to enable the TSB to make the necessary arrangements concerning the documentation and organization of the meeting, I should be grateful if you would send me, by letter or fax (number: +41 22 730 5853), as soon as possible, but not later than 3 January 1997, the list of people who will be representing your Administration, recognized operating agency, scientific or industrial organization, other entity dealing with telecommunication matters, or regional and/or international organization. Summaries and locations of draft new and revised Recommendations to be submitted�for approval by Study Group 8 at its meeting on 13 February 1997

1	Draft new Recommendation T.Palette-colour

colour and gray-scale image representations using lossless coding scheme for facsimile; see COM 8-2 (Q.5/8)

Summary

This Recommendation defines a colour data representation method in order to make it possible to interchange colour and gray-scale image data using Recommendation T.82 coding scheme over facsimile communication services such as Group 3 and Group 4 facsimile. In this Recommendation, three types of images are treated. The first one is one bit per colour CMY(K) or RGB image. The second one is palettized colour image in which palette tables are specified with CIELAB colour space defined in Recommendation T.42. The last one is continuous-tone colour and gray-scale image specified with CIELAB colour space defined in Recommendation T.42.

2	Draft new Recommendation T.36

Procedures for the use of the hkm key management system for secure document facsimile transmission; see COM 8-3 (Q.1/8)

Summary

This Recommendation describes the use of the HKM system to provide secure key management capabilities for facsimile terminals. The provision of the capabilities is described in terms of two main procedures:

–	the procedure for one way registration between entities X and Y (procREGxy); and

–	the procedure for the secure transmission of a secret key between entities X and Y (procSTKxy).

The registration mode procedures describe the use of procREGxy and procREGyx to establish mutual secrets between X and Y to enable all subsequent transmissions between them to be made securely.

The secure mode procedures describe the use of procSTKxy and procSTKyx to provide:

–	mutual authentication;

–	the use of a carrier cipher to provide message confidentiality (Recommendation T.37);

–	the use of a hash function to provide message integrity (Recommendation T.38);

–	the secure exchange of keys which may be challenge and response keys for authentication and confirmation of receipt, and session keys for message confidentiality or message integrity.

�The HKM system is based upon the use of 19 system prime numbers. These same 19 prime numbers are used also with the message cipher algorithm which is described in Recommendation T.37 and the main message integrity hash algorithm which is described in Recommendation T.38.

Example calculations are given in Annex A and these can be used to verify the implementation of the Recommendation.

3	Draft new Recommendation T.37

PROCEDURES FOR THE USE OF THE HFX40 CARRIER CIPHER TO PROVIDE MESSAGE CONFIDENTIALITY FOR SECURE DOCUMENT FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION; see COM 8-4 (Q.1/8)

Summary

This Recommendation covers the procedures for the use of the HFX40 carrier cipher system to provide message confidentiality for facsimile terminals.

The purpose of this Recommendation is to describe the use of the HFX40 algorithm for message encryption and decryption, both in terms of the necessary calculations and the information to be exchanged between the facsimile terminals. Example calculations are given in Annex A and these can be used to verify the implementation of the Recommendation.

The HFX40 system is based upon the use of 19 system prime numbers. These same 19 prime numbers are used also with the HKM key management system which is defined in Recommendation T.36 and the message integrity hash algorithm which is described in Recommendation T.38.

Example calculations are given in Annex A and these can be used to verify the implementation of the Recommendation.

4	Draft new Recommendation T.38

PROCEDURES FOR THE USE OF THE HFX40-I HASHING SYSTEM TO PROVIDE MESSAGE INTEGRITY FOR SECURE DOCUMENT FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION; �see COM 8�5 (Q.1/8)

Summary

This Recommendation describes the HFX40-I hashing algorithm, in terms of its use, the necessary calculations and the information to be exchanged between the facsimile terminals to provide integrity for a transmitted facsimile message as either a selected or pre-programmed alternative to the encryption of the message. 

The HFX40-I hashing algorithm is based upon the use of 19 system prime numbers. These same 19 prime numbers are used also with the HKM key management system which is defined in Recommendation T.36 and the message carrier cipher which is described in Recommendation T.38.

Example calculations are given in Annexes A and B and these can be used to verify the implementation of the Recommendation.

�5	Draft Amendment 1 to Recommendation T.4 (07/96)

STANDARDIZATION OF GROUP 3 FACSIMILE APPARATUS FOR DOCUMENT TRANSMISSION - AMENDMENT 1; see COM 8-6 (Q.1/8)

Summary

This amendment includes the capability to enable colour and gray-scale extension using lossless bit�plane coding scheme defined in Recommendation T.Palette-colour.

6	Draft Amendment 1 to Recommendation T.30 (07/96)

procedures for document FACSIMILE transmission in the general switched telephone network - Amendment 1; see COM 8-9, 10 and 11 (Q.1/8)

Summary

Recommendation T.30 defines the protocols for Group 3 facsimile terminals.

Amendment 1 defines proposed changes to the main body of T.30 and the introduction of new Annexes G, H and I.

The changes to the main body cover the introduction of new signals End Of Selection (EOS and PPS-EOS), Field Not Valid (FNV), renaming of the Password for Transmission to Sender ID (SID), amendments to the definition of the Subaddress (SUB) and amendments to cover the introduction of the new Annexes.

Annex G describes the use of the HKM key management system (described in Recommendation T.36), the HFX40 cipher system (described in Recommendation T.37) and the HFX40-I hashing system (described in Recommendation T.38).

Annex H describes the use of the RSA algorithm.

The procedures proposed in Annexes G and H are based on those defined in the main body as well as Annexes A and C of Recommendation T.30.

Annex I contains the amendments to cover the use of colour and gray-scale image communication using the lossless coding scheme defined in Recommendation T.Palette-colour.

7	Draft Amendment 2 to Recommendation T.503

A DOCUMENT APPLICATION PROFILE FOR THE INTERCHANGE OF GROUP 4 FACSIMILE DOCUMENTS - AMENDMENT 2; see COM 8-7 (Q.1/8)

Summary

Recommendation T.503 defines the document application profile for the interchange of Group 4 facsimile documents. This amendment contains a new Annex C for colour and gray�scale extension using the lossless bit�plane coding scheme defined in Recommendation T.Palette�colour.

�8	Draft Amendment 1 to Recommendation T.563 (10/96)

TERMINAL CHARACTERISTICS FOR GROUP 4 FACSIMILE�APPARATUS - AMENDMENT 1; see COM 8-8 (Q.1/8)

Summary

Recommendation T.563 defines the terminal characteristics for G4 facsimile apparatus. This amendment is enable to colour and gray-scale extension using lossless bit-plane coding scheme defined in Recommendation T.Palette-colour.

�annex 2

(to TSB Circular 9)

Statement on TSB Patent Policy

Over the years, the TSB has developed a "code of practice" regarding intellectual property rights (patents) covering, in varying degrees, the subject matters of ITU-T Recommendations*. The rules of this "code of practice" are simple and straightforward - Recommendations are drawn up by telecommunications and not patent experts; thus, they may not necessarily be very familiar with the complex international legal situation of intellectual property rights such as patents, etc.

ITU-T Recommendations are non-binding international standards. Their objective is to ensure compatibility of international telecommunications on a worldwide basis. To meet this objective, which is in the common interests of all those participating in international telecommunications (network and service providers, suppliers, users) it must be ensured that Recommendations, their applications, use, etc. are accessible to everybody. It follows therefore that a commercial (monopolistic) abuse by a holder of a patent embodied fully or partly in a Recommendation must be excluded. To meet this requirement in general is the sole objective of the TSB code of practice. The detailed arrangements arising from patents (licensing, royalties, etc.) are being left to the parties concerned, as these arrangements might differ from case to case.

This code of practice may be summarized as follows (it should be noted that ISO operates in a very similar way):

1	The TSB is not in a position to give authoritative or comprehensive information about evidence, validity or scope of patents or similar rights, but it is desirable that the fullest available information should be disclosed. Therefore, any ITU-T member organization putting forward a standardization proposal should, from the outset, draw the TSB attention to any known patent or to any known pending patent application, either their own or of other organizations, although the TSB is unable to verify the validity of any such information.

2	If an ITU-T Recommendation is developed and such information as referred to in paragraph 1 has been disclosed, three different situations may arise:

2.1	The patent holder waives his rights; hence, the Recommendation is freely accessible to everybody, subject to no particular conditions, no royalties are due, etc.

2.2	The patent holder is not prepared to waive his rights but would be willing to negotiate licences with other parties on a non-discriminatory basis on reasonable terms and conditions. Such negotiations are left to the parties concerned and are performed outside the ITU-T.

2.3	The patent holder is not willing to comply with the provisions of either paragraph 2.1 or paragraph 2.2; in such case, no Recommendation can be established.

3	Whatever case applies (2.1, 2.2 or 2.3), the patent holder has to provide a written statement to be filed at the TSB. This statement must not include additional provisions, conditions, or any other exclusion clauses in excess of what is provided for each case in paragraphs 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3.
