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ITU-T Draft New Recommendation J.202

HARMONISATION OF PROCEDURAL CONTENT FORMATS FOR

 INTERACTIVE TV APPLICATIONS

ITU-T SG 9 thanks ITU-R Working Party 6M for its comments on  Draft New Recommendation J.202 and has incorporated the comments forwarded from ITU-R Document 6M/120.

Concerning the use of Normative References whose importance is recognised, but which may not come from organisations included in Recommendation A5 of ITU-T, ITU-T SG 9 has now transferred these to the Informative References section of J.202.

Concerning the ongoing developments in North America between OCAP and DASE, ITU-T SG9 had the benefit of participation at its March/April 2003 meeting by delegates deeply involved in the OCAP/DASE discussions. They confirmed that the outcome of these developments will not affect the stability of the Normative Reference ETSI TS 102 819 V1.1.1 (2003-1) Digital Video Broadcasting (DVB) Globally Executable MHP (GEM) Specification 1.0. They also confirmed that OCAP and DASE have  agreed to base the Procedural aspects of their Digital TV Common Application Platform (DCAP) on this specification.
With respect to the comments on J.201, this has been withdrawn and the essence of that Preliminary Draft New Recommendation has been encapsulated in a footnote to J.202.
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
