Communication of 12.V.1998:

New Numbering Plan


The Ministero delle Comunicazioni, Rome, announces that a new numbering plan for Italy (country code: +39) will enter into force on 19 June 1998.

1.
Complete selection for geographical services of fixed networks


As from 19 June 1998, for geographical services of fixed networks, the complete national number beginning with the digit “0” shall be dialled for all national calls (both local and trunk national calls):

(0 + NDC (national destination code)) + SN (subscriber number)


From the same date, for incoming international calls to Italian subscribers of geographical services of fixed networks, the dialling format will be changed from +39 NDC SN to +39 0NDC SN.

Parallel running will be used for both old and new dialling formats until 18 December 1998. From that date, only the new dialling formats with the complete selection should be used.

2.
Mobile network


There will be no change for incoming international calls to Italian subscribers of the mobile network (+39 NDC SN).

New national numbering plan


As from 29 December 2000 a new national numbering plan will be introduced, on the basis of the meaning of the first digit as follows:
