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�ITU OPERATIONAL BULLETIN ONLINE



The ITU Operational Bulletin (issued fortnightly) contains administrative and operational information exchanged between administrations and ROAs in respect of the international telecommunication services made available to users. It also  provides a medium for updating many official service publications including Maritime Mobile and Maritime Mobile Satellite services, disseminated by the Union headquarters to meet service and operational needs. It also contains lists of codes and  numbers for different services such as telephone, telex, TRS, data, MHS, telecommunication charge card, etc., which are now annexed to it. This trilingual publication is issued on 1 and 15 of each month in three separate languages  (E,F,S).





1	How to access the ITU Operational Bulletin Online



	The ITU Operational Bulletin can currently be accessed electronically through the ITU TIES1 WWW and FTP servers as explained below (details for accessing via Gopher will be added later). 





1.1	Accessing via the World Wide Web (WWW) 



(1)	Connect to the ITU TIES WWW server at URL: http://www.itu.int/publications.



(2)	Select “Online Subscription Services”.



(3)	Select “Operational Bulletins”.



(4)	Select between the following options:



	Lists annexed to the Operational Bulletin (Updates)

	Operational Bulletin



	Under the first option (“Lists annexed to the Operational Bulletin (Updates)”), you will find the latest issue of the lists of various codes and numbers for different services which are allocated in accordance with ITU-T Recommendations and are published as annexes to the Operational Bulletin.



	Under the second option ‘Operational Bulletin”, the various issues of the Operational Bulletin can be found. Please note that the previous years issues of the Operational Bulletin are grouped by year whereas each issue of the current year will be displayed separately. 



(5)	Select the issue of the Operational Bulletin (or the list of codes/numbers) you require.



	The various languages and formats available will appear on the screen.



(6)	Select the format and language of interest to you.



You will be prompted to enter the Username and Password for the ITU Publications Online Service. The Username and Password were provided to you by the ITU Sales Service upon subscription.



(7)	Enter the Username at the prompt “User Name:” then press TAB or click on the Field for Password, enter the Password and then click on OK.



	*Please note that the password is not displayed and that the Username and Password are case sensitive.

�Notes



If your Username and Password are not accepted by the system, you will get the message “Authorization Failed. Retry ?”. If you click on the OK button, you will get once again the opportunity to enter your correct Username and Password. If you click on the Cancel button, you will get the message “Username/Password Failure”; in this case, you should clear the cache on your client (WWW browser) and click on the Reload button to re-display the Username and Password prompt.



On the ITU home page, the feature ‘search’ is available. You can use it to search the currently available issues of the Operational Bulletin and the various lists of codes/numbers available. If you had previously been authenticated by the system (correct Username and Password), you can then directly access the text of the Operational Bulletin or the list of interest to you.





1.2	Accessing via FTP



This access method is recommended only for those who have an FTP client running locally.



(1)	Connect to ITU TIES FTP server at ftp2.itu.int



(2)	When prompted, enter your Username and Password provided to you by the ITU Sales Service for the ITU Publications Online service (same Username and Password are used for both the WWW and FTP services).



	*Please note that ftp commands, directory names and file names are case sensitive.



(3)	After a successful logon, at the ftp prompt, type:



	ftp> cd itu-t/ob-lists



(4)	To get access to the Operational Bulletin and the Lists of various codes and numbers for different services, ask for the directory, by typing:



	ftp> dir



	The two directories will appear on the screen, i.e. the directory containing the issues of the Operational Bulletin and the directory containing the Lists of various codes and numbers.



(5a)	To access the directory containing the issues of the Operational Bulletin, at the ftp prompt, type:



	ftp> cd op-bull



	and then, to get the directory listing:



	ftp> dir



The listing of the issues of the Operational Bulletin will be displayed.



As mentioned above (see section ‘Accessing via Web), the previous years issues of the Operational Bulletin are grouped by year whereas each issue of the current year will be displayed separately.



�(5b)	To get to the directory containing the Lists of various codes/numbers, at the ftp prompt, type:



	ftp> cd lists



The listing of the available Lists of various codes and numbers will be displayed.



(6a)	To retrieve the file containing the Word for Windows version of Operational Bulletin No. 634, after opening the directory entitled ‘1996’ (ftp>cd 1996) at the ftp prompt, type:



	ftp> get 634_e_44919.doc



(6b)	To retrieve a file, e.g. the Word for Windows file containing the List of country codes for the telephone service, at the ftp prompt, type:



	ftp> get tf_cc_e_13128.doc



Please note that if your FTP client is running on a DOS environment, you will have to give the file a destination name that conforms with DOS format for filenames. For example:



	ftp> get tf_cc_e_13128.doc tf_cc_e.doc



where tf_cc_e_13128.doc is the source filename and tf_cc_e.doc is the destination filename.



	ftp> get 634_e_44919.doc 634_e.doc



Note:

If you get the following error message: “No such directory or file or not authorized”, you may have misspelt the filename. Check the filename from the listing and repeat step 6a or 6b.





2.	Formats available



Currently, the ITU Operational Bulletin is available in different file formats, such as Word for Windows 7.0, Postscript, ZIPWINWORD2 , ZIPPOSTSCRIPT3. Files exceeding 200 KB in size have been compressed using Winzip 6.2. 



Postscript files are used primarily for printing purposes. They are non-processable, so one can view the file on screen using Postscript viewers but one is not able to edit them. The files may be printed only on a Postscript printer. Please note that although the ITU Operational Bulletin are paginated for A4 paper size, the Postscript files have been scaled to fit in US standard paper size as well.
