1.	At its meeting in Geneva from 1 to 2 June 1998, the TAL Group unanimously recognized that monitoring the situation of accounting rates in the Region would be useful for the harmonious implementation of cost orientated accounting rates in this Region.

Although I am aware of the additional administrative workload that the preparation of replies entails for every Administration and recognized operating agency, I wish to stress how desirable it is for as many of them as possible to reply to the questionnaire, so that the results of the study are statistically significant and may be regarded as representative of the Region.

The results in an aggregated format will be published as a white contribution without any confidential information.  It will be discussed at the next TAL Group meeting to be held in March 1999.

Questionnaire on tariffs in Latin America and the Caribbean

	Administrations are requested to contact ROAs and to provide the following information using the attached form (Appendices 1 and 2).�

(1)	The five TAL countries and the five non-TAL countries to which there is the most outgoing traffic. If you wish to keep the destination country’s name confidential, you can put letters, 

	A, B, C, etc. inspite of  the name of the country.�

(2)	The accounting rate applied in each of the corresponding relations at the end of the related year (in SDRs or gold francs, please specify the monetary unit).�

(3)	If the traffic is routed by the transit country (except for the overflow traffic), what is the transit share (in SDRs or gold francs).�

(4)	Incoming traffic for 1997 and 1998 with the corresponding relations (in minutes). If you do not have data for 1998, please indicate estimated traffic.�

(5)	Outgoing traffic for 1997 and 1998 with the corresponding relations (in minutes). If you do not have data for 1998, please indicate estimated traffic.�

(6)	The collection charge for three minutes of direct call converted into United States dollars (United States dollars/3 minutes). If there are different daytime charges, give the highest.



	In case you are not able to provide detailed information indicated above, you can provide only the simple average data for 5 destinations in line 6 and weighted average data (by traffic) for 5 destinations in line 7.
