1.	Further to Resolution 17 of the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994) and Resolution ITU-R 3-1 of the Radiocommunication Assembly (Geneva, 1995), the Radiocommunication Advisory Group is maintained.





	I hereby inform you that the fifth meeting of the Radiocommunication Advisory Group will be held at ITU headquarters in Geneva from 11 to 14 March 1997 inclusive, under the chairmanship of Mr. M. Goddard (United Kingdom).





2.	The draft agenda of the Radiocommunication Advisory Group meeting is contained in Annex 1.





3.	The meeting will open at 0930 hours on the first day and registration will be possible as of 0830 hours.  Detailed information concerning the meeting rooms will be displayed on screens at the entrances to ITU headquarters.





4.	As stated in Resolution ITU-R 3-1, Section 2, of the Radiocommunication Assembly (Geneva, 1995), the Radiocommunication Advisory Group is open to all Administrations of Member States of the ITU and to all Radiocommunication Sector Members. Its principal duties are, inter alia, to review priorities and strategies for activities in the Radiocommunication Sector.  It will identify changing requirements and provide advice on appropriate changes to be made to the priority of work in Study Groups.  It will monitor the activities of the Conference Preparatory Meetings (CPMs) and intersector coordination groups and make any necessary suggestions for improvements to the working methods of the Radiocommunication Sector.





	The meetings and documents of the Advisory Group are governed by the working methods laid down in Resolution ITU-R 1-1 (Geneva, 1995) for the Study Groups.





5.	A draft input to the new Strategic Plan 1999-2003 related to strategies, objectives and priorities for the Radiocommunication Sector is contained in Annex 2.  This early dissemination of the draft plan will, hopefully, facilitate its discussion at the meeting.  The Chairman of the RAG would appreciate receiving any comments you may have on this draft, which can be sent to the RAG Secretariat via e-mail (Internet e-mail address: rrag@itu.int). This would allow for a revised and more up-to-date version of the draft to be presented to the meeting.





6.	Contributions to the work of the Advisory Group shall be submitted to the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau (BR).  A copy of each contribution should also be sent to the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen.  Such contributions must be received by the BR not later than 10 January 1997.  Contributions received by the Director less than two months, but not less than seven working days before the meeting will be published, in the original language only, and shall be distributed at the beginning of the meeting only to the participants present.  The addresses of the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen of the Group are given in Annex 3.





	With a view to settling any questions which might arise concerning contributions, the submitter’s name, fax and telephone numbers and e-mail address should be mentioned on the cover page of all contributions.





7.	Several Pentium microcomputers equipped with printers will be available for the use of delegates at ITU headquarters during the meeting.





8.	In order to enable the BR to make the necessary arrangements concerning the documentation and organization of the meeting, I should be grateful if you would send me the list of your participants, by letter or fax (Fax no.: +41 22 730 6600), as soon as possible, but not later than 10 February 1997.  The registration form found in Annex 4 should be duly completed (one per participant) and submitted with the list.





9.	Attendees may wish to note that there will be a meeting of the TSAG/RAG Joint Working Party (JWP) on refinement of the ITU-R and ITU-T Sectors (PP-94 Resolution 16) in the morning of 7 March, the morning of 8 March and all day on 10 March 1997.  The Telecommunication Standardization Bureau (TSB) is acting as the Secretariat for this JWP.  For your information, the Telecommunication Standardization Advisory Group (TSAG) will meet from 3 to 7 March 1996. All of these meetings are to be held in Geneva.  For further details regarding the JWP meeting, please refer to Administrative Circular CA/39.

Sectoral objectives and priorities for the period 1999-2003





A	Radiocommunication


A.1	The Radiocommunication Sector mission in a changing environment





27	Under the provisions of the Constitution and the Convention (Geneva, 1992), the mission of the ITU Radiocommunication Sector is, inter alia, to ensure rational, equitable, efficient and economical use of the radio frequency spectrum by all radiocommunication services, and to carry out studies and adopt recommendations on radiocommunication matters.





28	This mission is to be undertaken in an environment that is characterized by:


1	growing recognition of the economic value of frequency spectrum and the application of economic principles in the management of that resource;


2	the still increasing demand for the limited radio frequency spectrum for space and terrestrial radiocommunication systems;


3	the growing role of regional organizations and private sector activities in a deregulated environment;


4	rapid market driven and customer oriented technological development;


5	the growing convergence among many radio services and converging terrestrial and satellite applications;


6	the need of developing countries for handbooks and global world-wide radiocommunication system standards to achieve overall system economy.





A.2	The Radiocommunication Sector strategic objectives





29	Within the overall mission, the strategic objectives of the Radiocommunication Sector are to carry out the functions laid down in the Convention, and specifically in the period 1999-2003:


1	to maintain and enhance the relevance of ITU-R in the efficient management of the usable radio frequency spectrum, free from harmful interference, and to ensure that the Radio Regulations and the rights of Member administrations and service providers are respected;


2	to continue to develop enhanced criteria for frequency sharing and coordination of new and existing systems in both space and terrestrial environments with a view to increasing the efficiency of the use of the usable frequency spectrum;


3	to continue to improve the working methods and cost-effectiveness of the Radiocommunication Sector in a flexible organizational structure, to aim at more efficient radiocommunication assemblies and radiocom�munication conferences and to further develop the Sector’s quality of service and enhance its  use of electronic means of working including use of the Internet and the World-Wide-Web;


4	to ensure that the Radio Regulations Board carries out its functions, in a manner which maintains the confidence of Member States ;


5	to undertake, in project teams,  the study of approved Questions limited in scope and time as appropriate;


6	in close collaboration with the Telecommunication Development Sector and the Telecommunication Standardization Sector, as appropriate, to disseminate information and know-how through information meetings, seminars, handbooks, and the provision of tools for automated spectrum management;


7	to undertake, in project teams, urgent studies decided by WRCs, in preparation for future WRCs;


8	to provide information on widely accepted spectrum management concepts and related regulatory framework, particularly with a view to assisting developing countries, and assist in the application of respective ITU-R Recommendations providing guidance on the most economical and timely implementation of radiocommunication systems.





A.3	Priorities of the Radiocommunication Sector





30	The priorities of the Radiocommunication Sector for 1999-2003, in addition to those identified by future conferences, are:


1	to facilitate timely coordination between new and existing systems in both space and terrestrial environments;


2	to expand the assistance offered to Member States in coordinating and registering frequency assignments and in applying the Radio Regulations, with special attention to developing countries and Member States having recently joined the Union;


3	to develop spectrum regulatory initiatives to better harmonize frequency allocations and the use of satellite orbits;


4	to study and apply as appropriate, improved international spectrum management techniques, including financial and economical approaches;


5	to provide assistance to the BDT, for the introduction of modern radio systems in the developing countries, particularly in rural areas;


6	to provide appropriate recommendations to facilitate the development and implementation of global personal radiocommunication systems, including GMPCS, within the scope of IMT-2000;


7	in relation to improving the working methods of the Sector, to strive for:


–	greater use of user-friendly document exchange capability;


–	accelerated development of Recommendations and improvement in publication mechanisms (reduce unit cost and time to publish, provide wider distribution and greater electronic availability);


–	increased use of informatics for the notification and processing of frequency assignments;


–	a flexible organizational structure in the Radiocommunication Bureau with special attention to the training and development of the Bureau’s staff;


8	to encourage greater participation by non-administration entities and organizations in the activities of the Radiocommunication Sector.
