Subject:	Invitation to the second meeting of the Group of Technical Experts (GTE)�(Geneva, 15-16 and 18-19 February 199916-20 November 1998)


Introduction


	The World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva 1997) in "resolves 1" of its Resolution 532 (formerly Resolution PLEN-3) decided that an Inter-conference Representative Group (IRG) be established to study the feasibility of increasing the minimum capacity for countries in Regions 1 and 3 to around the equivalent of ten analogue channels in accordance with the principles set out in Annex 1 to the Resolution. Annex 2 to the Resolution specifies that the IRG should be structured to consist of:


•	a supervisory policy group open to participation by all Member States, but endeavouring to ensure adequate representation of Administrations from all ITU Regions;


•	the Bureau, assisted by a Group of Technical Experts (GTE) and working under the guidance of the supervisory policy group. Members of the GTE should be drawn from all Member States and Sector Members on the basis of technical expertise.


Meetings The first meeting of the IRG have been was held in Geneva on from 2 to 4 February 1998 and 1 to 4 September 1998.  A meeting of the GTE was held in Geneva from 6 to 9 April 1998.  Reports of these meetingsSubsequent to this, the first meeting of the GTE was held in Geneva from 6 to 9 April 1998.  During these meetings, a schedule of work was defined and work was commenced towards undertaking the studies defined in “resolves 2” of Resolution 532/PLEN-3 (WRC-97) which would thereby allow the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau to present the results of the above mentioned IRG’s studies to WRC-99 (now scheduled to be held in the year 2000).  


The report of the first meeting of the GTE has been provided to those who participated in the GTE-1 meeting.  It has also been provided to Member States of the ITU as an enclosure to Circular Letter CR/98 of 3 July 1998.  Furthermore, reports on the first meetings of the IRG and the GTE, together with other meeting documents, are available on the ITU web site at:

During the second meeting of the IRG, a revised program of meetings for the IRG and the GTE was approved which would allow the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau to present the results of the studies related to Resolution 532 to WRC-2000.  


This program of meetings includes two separate meetings in the third week of February 1999.  These meetings are the second meeting of the GTE from 15 to 16 and 18 to 19 February 1999, and the third meeting of the IRG on 17 February 1999.  The conjunction of these meetings was determined to be necessary to allow the GTE to review and further develop the technical aspects of

study approaches and to allow the IRG to provide any necessary supervisory policy guidance for further studies of the GTE. 


Since the meetings of IRG-1 and GTE-1, the ITU Council has adopted Resolution 1129 in which the revision of the Appendices 30 and 30A Plans including the terms of reference of the IRG and GTE were mentioned.  The second meeting of the IRG, which is now scheduled to be held from 1 to 4 September 1998, will consider that Resolution and will provide any necessary further guidance to the GTE.


Noting the work remaining in order to complete studies defined in “resolves 2” of Resolution 532/PLEN-3 (WRC-97), experts in this field from all Member States, Sector Members and Regional Telecommunication and Broadcasting Organizations in all Regions are therefore invited to participate in the second meeting of the Group of Technical Experts (GTE).





Date and place of the next meeting of the GTE


The second GTE meeting will take place from 15 to 16 and 18 to 19 February 1999to 20 November 1998 in Room B1 of ITU headquarters, Geneva.  Services directly connected with meeting activities, such as delegate registration, document distribution, etc., will be located nearby the meeting room.  Registration will commence at 0830 hours on the opening day and the meeting will start at 0930 hours.





Programme of meeting


A preliminary draft agenda for the above-mentioned meeting is contained in Annex 1.





Working languages


The Group of Technical Experts (GTE) will conduct its work in English, French and Spanish.





Contributions


Noting the Bureau’s heavy workload and limited amount of resources it can commit to the work of the GTE, experts of Members States and Sector Members are strongly encouraged to provide contributions to the meeting on their work on the feasibility studies for consideration at the second meeting of the GTE.  Five copies of each contribution should be sent to the Director, Radiocommunication Bureau for processing.  Participants are encouraged to submit contributions on magnetic diskettes along with paper copies, or by electronic mail not later than                          5 February 19996 November 1998 to:

Fellowships


In recognition of the difficulties faced by developing countries, especially the LDCs, the ITU, within its limited resources, will grant a very limited number of fellowships to applicants from LDC administrations, covering return travel and per diem upon receipt of an official request from the administration concerned.  Applications for ITU fellowships from LDC Administrations should be submitted by 15 January 199916 October 1998, at the latest, with the duly completed form attached (Annex 3) and will be awarded, within the budgetary limits, as received.
