Announcement of the establishment of Joint Task Group 6-8-9 on the use of the band 2 500‑2 690 MHz and of its first meeting

Introduction

The first meeting of the CPM06 held in Geneva from 7 to 8 July 2003, recommended the establishment of Joint Task Group (JTG) 6-8-9 to deal with the issues related to the use of the band 2 500‑2 690 MHz by space services in order to facilitate sharing with current and future terrestrial services (WRC-07 Agenda item 1.9).

that WRC-03 recommended to include in the agenda of WRC-07 (Agenda item 1.9) the review of the technical, operational and regulatory provisions applicable to the use of the band 2 500-2 690 MHz by space services in order to facilitate sharing with current and future terrestrial services without placing undue constraint on the services to which the band is allocated;

that Resolution 223 (WRC-2000) calls for studies of the implications of sharing of IMT‑2000 with other services in the above band;

that Resolution 225 (Rev. WRC-03) calls for studies of the sharing and coordination issues in the above band related to use of the mobile-satellite service allocations for the satellite component of IMT(2000 and the use of this spectrum by the other allocated services, including the radiodetermination-satellite service;

that Resolution 528 (Rev. WRC-03) calls for sharing studies between the broadcasting-satellite service and other services in the above band;

that the CPM06-1 recommended that a Joint Task Group should be established to deal with the issues related to the use of the band 2 500‑2 690 MHz (WRC-07 Agenda item 1.9)

decide that a Joint Task Group be established between Study Groups 6, 8 and 9 to

conduct ITU-R studies of the technical, operational and regulatory provisions applicable to the use of the band 2 500-2 690 MHz by space services in order to facilitate sharing with current and future terrestrial services without placing undue constraint on the services to which the band is allocated;

prepare draft CPM text related to WRC-07 Agenda item 1.9 for submission to CPM06-2,

further decide

that the Chairman of this Joint Task Group (JTG) 6-8-9 is Mr. Marc DUPUIS (Canada);

that the organization of the work of this JTG be carried out, insofar as possible by correspondence, making maximum use of modern means of communication;

that meetings of this JTG be scheduled with no overlap with regularly scheduled meetings of the relevant working parties of Study Group 6, 8 and 9, but may be scheduled at dates and location near these working parties to facilitate participations by delegations;

that this JTG does not need to liaise the results of its studies to the other working parties and task groups, but may request any required information, such as technical characteristics and interference objectives, from the concerned working parties and task groups;

that the JTG be allowed to develop draft ITU-R Recommendations dealing with sharing between the various services in the band 2 500-2 690 MHz for adoption by the relevant Study Group to be decided in consultation with the Chairmen of Study Groups 6, 8 and 9;
