Subject:	Special Monitoring programme in the new bands allocated to the high frequency broadcasting service

1.	Introduction





	In its Circular letter CR/22 of 5 May 1994 the Bureau invited administrations to participate in a Special Monitoring Program in the newly allocated HFBC bands. The main objective of this exercise was to sample the actual use of the spectrum in those bands which are usually referred to as "extended HFBC bands" and which result from decisions taken by two different conferences, i.e., WARC, Geneva 1979 and WARC, Malaga-Torremolinos 1992. 





2.	Bands allocated by WARC-1979





	The concerned bands are 9 775 � 9 900 kHz, 11 650 � 11 700 kHz, 11 975 - 12 050 kHz, 13 600 - 13 800 kHz, 15 450 � 15 600 kHz, 17 550 - 17 700 kHz and 21 750 � 21 850 kHz. These bands are subject to the provisions of RR531 and they remain allocated to the fixed service until completion of the satisfactory transfer of all assignments to stations of the fixed service operating in these bands. These transfers were to be completed by 1 July 1989 for frequency bands above 10 MHz and 1 July 1994 for frequency bands below 10 MHz (see paragraph 17 of Annex A to Resolution No. 8 of WARC-1979). In its Resolution No. 512, WARC HFBC, Geneva, 1987, decided that "bands above 10 MHz specified in RR531 shall be brought into operation only as from the date decided by the future WARC HFBC (see Resolution No. 511) and that the date of 1 July 1989 indicated for the completion of the transfer of the fixed service was postponed accordingly”. The IFRB Circular letter No. 925 dated 4 February 1993 informed the Administrations that the same provisions should apply to the band below 10 MHz, i.e. 9 775 - 9 900 MHz after 1 July 1994.





3.	Bands allocated by WARC-1992





	The concerned bands are 5 900 � 5 950 kHz, 7 300 � 7 350 kHz, 9 400 - 9 500 kHz, 11 600 � 11 650 kHz, 12 050 � 12 100 kHz, 13 570 � 13 600 kHz, 13 800 � 13 870 kHz, 15 600 � 15 800 kHz, 17 480 � 17 550 kHz and 18 900 � 19 020 kHz. These bands will become available to the broadcasting service on 1 April 2007 and their use will be limited to single-sideband emissions. Their continued use by the services to which these bands were previously allocated is governed by Resolution No. 21 of WARC-1992.
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4.	Special monitoring campaign





	In the meantime, the provisions of Article 17 of the Radio Regulations continue to apply only to those bands which had been allocated to the HF broadcasting service by the Administrative Radio Conference, Geneva 1959. However, the information available to the Bureau showed that an increasing number of broadcasting stations are already using frequencies in the extended bands and it was noted that some of them had been notified for recording in the Master Register as far back as 1961. On the other hand, an examination of the Master Register still showed a  great number of assignments to non broadcasting stations to which these bands remained allocated but the Bureau had serious doubts as to the accuracy of the Master Register, particularly in the bands in question.





	Consequently, the Bureau included in its report to the Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM) (which held its first session from 15 to 17 February 1994), a suggestion to undertake, with the cooperation of all administrations participating in the International Monitoring System, a coordinated monitoring campaign to evaluate the extent of the use of the above bands by the radiocommunication services concerned and to provide the WRC-1995 with a fair picture of the situation in these bands. The CPM endorsed the above course of action.





	A special monitoring campaign over four different periods was organized from 4 � 24 July 1994, 10 � 30 October 1994, 2 � 22 December 1994 and 10 � 30 March 1995. 





	Thirty-one administrations participated in the campaign and contributed with approximately 80 000 monitoring observations (see table below which includes only the records kept after validation, i.e. dates, frequencies, country symbols, etc.).

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5. 	Data analysis





	The monitoring programme was subject to some limitations, such as the period involved and the restricted number and distribution of monitoring stations participating. Nevertheless, some valuable results have been obtained, particularly the confirmation of an intensive activity of the Broadcasting Service in most of the concerned bands (approximately 85% of the monitoring observations received correspond to broadcasting stations. However, it should be mentioned that some monitoring stations sent observations only for broadcasting stations).


	


		In order to permit every administration to do its own analysis if it wishes, a diskette is attached to this Circular Letter containing four files (one for each monitoring period) with the validated information received by the Bureau.
