Pursuant to the provisions of Nos. S13.12 and S13.14 of the Radio Regulations, the Radio Regulations Board (RRB) at its 23rd meeting held in Geneva (14-18 May 2001), approved the following:

1.1
The suppression of Rules of Procedure relating to Nos. S5.2.1, S5.22 and S5.491.

1.2
Modifications to the Rule of Procedure relating to No. S5.415 and a new Rule relating to No. S5.416. These modifications and the new Rule have immediate effect.

1.3
Modifications to the Rule of Procedure relating to internal working methods of the Radio Regulations Board. The modifications have immediate application.

1.4
Modifications to the Rule of Procedure relating to Nos. S9.15 to S9.19. The modifications to this Rule take effect from 1 January 2002 except for paragraph 2 of the Rule which shall take effect immediately.

1.5
Add a new Rule of Procedure relating to Appendix S7 of the Radio Regulations and to suppress the current Rules relating to Part B (Sections B1 and B2). The new Rule and the suppression of the current Rules will take effect on 1 January 2002.

1.6
Modification to the Rule of Procedure relating to No. S9.36. This modification is to take effect on 1 January 2002.

1.7
Modifications to the Rules of Procedure relating to Nos. S11.17 and S11.32. These modifications will take effect on 1 January 2002.

1.8
A modification to the Rule of Procedure relating to No. S11.44 and a new Rule relating to No. S11.44.1. The modified Rule and the new Rule take effect from 1 January 2002.

1.9
Modifications to the Rule of Procedure on Receivability. The modifications to this Rule will apply from 1 January 2002 except for paragraph 1bis, which has immediate effect.

It should be noted that the Bureau has issued a separate circular letter (CR/165) on the application of paragraph 1bis of the modified Rule of Procedure on Receivability noted in 1.9 above. A circular letter will also be issued separately on the implementation arrangements for the remainder of the Rule of Procedure on Receivability that will take effect on 1 January 2002.
