If both references a) and b) are of a mandatory nature, it is considered that the text of this ITU-R Recommendation has been incorporated by reference into the Radio Regulations indirectly. 

On the other hand, if both or either of the references a) and b) is of a non-mandatory nature, it is considered that the reference to that ITU-R Recommendation is consequently non-mandatory.

Japan believes that the above indirect incorporation by reference is basically within the scope of Resolution 27 (Rev. WRC-03) and that it is not necessary to distinguish the treatments between direct and indirect incorporations. Therefore, it should be confirmed that either has the same status in the application of the incorporation by reference and provides the same regulatory effect. 

However, it should be noted that “indirect incorporation by reference” sometimes failed to be identified and the relevant ITU-R Recommendations may not be included in Volume 4 of the Radio Regulations.

The Annex to this document is an unconsolidated list of the indirect references that appear in the text of the WRC Resolutions contained in the latest Volume 3 of the Radio Regulations.  These references have been analyzed to identify whether they are mandatory or non-mandatory.

Proposals

It is proposed to confirm Resolutions 27 (Rev.WRC-03) and 28 (Rev.WRC-03) apply also to the ITU-R Recommendations which are indirectly incorporated by mandatory reference from the Radio Regulations through the text in Resolutions of the WRC. 

RAG is requested to consider possible action by the Director BR to draw the attention of the next WRC on this issue.
