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When beginning the development a a new specification dedicated to Wideband speech, the following  considerations should be discussed in the new Focus Group :
- As the main objectives for the new focus Group CARCOM is to define a new specification for wideband speech for car communication, the specification shall define masks and parameter limits in order to ensure a high quality for speech communications.

- Different scenarios depending on the transducers and equipments used may influence dramatically the quality. Some of them may reduce the benefits expected from wideband speech. So, it shall be needed to define these different scenarios, and to decide if all the scenarios will be covered by the specification, and for those included in the specification the characteristics and test methods associated to these scenarios will be defined..
- A second objective will be to limit as far as possible the impairments introduced when a wireless link (specially Bluetooth link) is used between the mobile terminal and the acoustic front end. The potential impairments may be due in particular to transcodings and extra delays. 
- The coders to be considered shall be AMR Wideband for communication, and  G.722 (to replace G.711 in Narrowband) for testing interfaces.
- As for other applications when implementing wideband speech it shall be needed to consider what kind of processing should be needed to ensure compatibilities between NB and WB (eg wideband extension, level adjustment)
- Another important point that the focus group should consider: the frequency mask in low frequency and the specific noise cancellation in sending.
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
