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This document provides updated information to the ITU-T Focus Group on IPTV of the related work in Question 2/13.

Question 2/13 provides NGN services and capabilities and derives requirements and implementation scenarios.

As already indicated in a previous liaison from the Kobe April 2006 NGN GSI event, Question 2/13 has two NGN draft Recommendations in early development in the area of multicast framework and capabilities which may be relevant for you to take into account in your studies on IPTV. For your information, TD 272 (WP 3/13) of July 2006 SG 13 meeting is the last version of draft Recommendation “NGN multicast service framework” (Y.ngn-mcastsf) - http://www.itu.int/md/T05-SG13-060717-TD-WP3-0272/en
Question 2/13 would like to use the results of your studies to determine the impacts on the NGN environment in terms of requirements and capabilities. Question 2/13 has just approved in last July 2006 SG13 meeting the development of a new NGN draft Recommendation on NGN release 2 requirements and capabilities. In this perspective (as well as for other NGN related documents), it would benefit Question 2/13 to receive information on the progress of your studies in this area and your related work plan.

In its last July 2006 meeting, Question 2/13 also agreed on the usefulness to have closer cooperation with the IPTV FG in this area and investigate with the IPTV FG the possibility to have some joint meeting activity over the next period. Question 2/13 would appreciate your opinion on this and, in the positive case, any further useful information in that respect. Q.2/13 Rapporteur is also available for further specific contacts with the IPTV FG management.    

Question 2/13 looks forward to continued co-operation with the IPTV FG.
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
