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Abstract

This contribution proposes removal of sub-clause 8.2 and transfer of terms to clause 3. It proposes revisions to the exiting definitions in order to reuse existing ITU-T adopted terms. New terms are also defined since terms have been used in the document. 
Background
At the most recent FG IPTV meeting, i.e. 10-14 July 2006 in Geneva, a working document, viz. FG IPTV-OD-0026, was initiated for IPTV requirements. 

Discussion

Clause 8 of the working document discusses players and roles with sub-clause 8.2 providing definitions for terms used in clause 8. This contribution proposes removal of sub-clause 8.2 and transfer of all terms to clause 3 consistent with the ITU-T Author’s guide for drafting ITU-T Recommendations. In line with the idea of reusing ITU-T terms, provided they are applicable and suitable, a number of terms are proposed.  The addition of these terms also requires that clause 2 of the document be modified as well, and proposed text for clause 2 is also provided. Some of definitions are revised and new definitions of terms are also provided.

Proposal 1
It is proposed to replace clause 3 of the working document with the following: 
3 Definitions

This working document uses or defines the following terms:

Note: In this clause [aaa] notation after title of a term indicates source of the definition for that term.
3.1 Application [J.200]: Information that expresses a specific set of observable behaviour.
3.2
Application resource [J.200]: A bit-stream serialization (a physical embodiment) of an application entity.

3.3
Application resource collection [J.200]: The set of application resources that embody an application entity collection.

3.4 Content [J.200]: A general term that refers to any of the following: application, application resource collection, or application resource.


3.5 Content aggregator: A client software that retrieves (pulls) the content from content provider for the purpose of  updating or obtaining new content
3.6 Content provider [J.90]: The entity that provides the creative content of a programme (e.g. the programme producer or the owner of its rights).
3.7
Customer [M.60]: An entity which receives services offered by a service provider based on a contractual relationship. 

3.8
Network provider [Q.1290] The organization that maintains and operates the network components required for IPTV functionality. A network provider may also act as service Provider. 
3.9
Service provider [M.1400]: A general reference to an operator that provides telecommunication services to customers and other users either on a tariff or contract basis. A service provider may or may not operate a network. A service provider may or may not be a customer of another service provider.

Subscriber [Q.3050.1]: The subscriber is responsible for concluding contracts for the services subscribed to and for paying for these services.
