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1. Introduction
IPTV service is multimedia broadcast service that delivers the contents through IP network. IPTV service can make it more interesting by providing a way for user to broadcast the contents they own personally. Personal IPTV broadcast scenario makes IPTV customer a content provider as well. To make this scenario possible, service provider can be responsible for distributing personal broadcast content, or just relaying session between content providing customer and receiving customer. By doing so, it will dramatically increase the number of contents available.
At the last meeting, FG already agreed on personal broadcast scenario. This contribution proposes some detailed considerations to make the proposed scenario feasible.

2. Considerations to support the suggested scenario
· Individual QoS over multicast stream is required.
· For broadcast-like service, appropriate QoS regarding to each end-terminal’s capability is required. There are 2 possible options to provide individual QoS.
1. IPTV network may automatically adapt or transcode the multicast content rate to each end-terminal’s capability.
2. IPTV network may do admission control over requesting customers if their end-terminal’s capability is not enough to receive the multicast content rate.
Proposal
We hope that some considerations proposed in this contribution are concerned by relevant WG2 to support the proposed scenario.
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
