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1 Introduction
This contribution is re-submitted based on the conclusion of 4th Bled meeting.

2 Discussion
During the 4th Bled meeting, C483 was discussed and the conclusion is made as follow:

FG IPTV-C-0483: The contribution proposes merger of CPCM and DRM terminology; it considers "Content Protection" to be more generic term than DRM.  This idea was accepted in principle and will incorporate into output document. And the contribution also proposes a description about Content Protection Function, which was not be considered as requirements this meeting, but it is useful for IPTV security architecture and was accepted in principle.WG3 requests contributor to re-submit contributions in next meeting which is focus on security architecture .
Based on the conclusion, this contribution re-submits C483 and proposes to accept the description of Content Protection Function. 
During the 4th meeting, progresses have been made on the security architecture. And a function entity - SCP Server - is introduced, which addresses the same issue. This contribution further proposes to apply the description in C483 as texts for SCP Server as well.
The description is as follows:
The CPF handles the management of the security information (e.g. content encryption keys or right objects etc), including generation and distribution of the security information to the desired entities (e.g. IPTV Terminal Functions or Content Encryption Function). Two essential functions are key management and Rights issue.

Further, we propose to discuss and accept the following description about the interaction with related entities:

This Function communicates with Content Encryption Function and IPTV Terminal Functions for the distribution of security information to encrypt or decrypt the content; 

This Function communicates with Application Profile Functions to get the user security related subscription for the generation the Rights Object.
