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Abstract

Architecture requirements

IPTV_ESI_024: The IPTV architecture is required to support the end-user ability to discover and display the subtitle and closed caption flows delivered with the IPTV content.

IPTV_ESI_024: The IPTV architecture is required to support the end-user ability to choose and select one subtitle or closed caption flow from several that might be delivered with the IPTV content.

Architecture recommendations

IPTV_ESI_025: The IPTV terminal device is recommended to render the preferred subtitle and /or closed caption flow when several such flows are available with the IPTV content.

IPTV_ESI_025: The IPTV terminal device is recommended to select the preferred subtitle or closed caption flow when several such flows are available with the IPTV content.
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
