	Terminal Device (DOC 125) TD-SM Section 7.2.2.5 Modification


Abstract

This contribution proposes a modification to section 7.2.2.5 of DOC 125 titled, “TD-SM”.
Introduction

At the FG IPTV Meeting in Geneva, much group discussion was dedicated to section 7.2.2.5 on Removable Security Mechanisms to be supported by the IPTV Terminal Device resulting in many editor’s notes and requests for clarification.  A request for US specific CableCARD specifications was made and is now proposed.
Discussion

Section 7.2.2.5 of the IPTV Terminal Device Document (125) currently includes references to ETSI Smart Card and ISO Smart Card specifications to optionally be supported by the IPTV Terminal Device.  According to the included Editor’s note, CableCARD specifications should also be included to enable optional support for US Cable Cards.  The proposed modification to section 7.2.2.5 includes a proposal to add Cable Card specificatios.
Proposal

It is proposed to:

1. Modify section 7.2.2.5 as follows.
7.2.2.5
TD-SM interface

TD-SM is the interface between the IPTV Terminal Device and a removable security function, such as an IC card.  The followings are the specification for TD-SM interface:

· If optional Removable Security is to be implemented, the IPTV Terminal Device is required to be equipped with at least one interface for TD-SM.

· The interface for TD-SM may optionally support ISO Smart Card specifications defined in:

· ISO 7816-1 [ISO7816-1]

· ISO 7816-2 [ISO7816-2]

· ISO 7816-3 [ISO7816-3].
· The interface for TD-SM may optionally support SCTE Cable Card (POD Module) specifications:

· ANSI/SCTE-28

· ANSI/SCTE-41
· ANSI/SCTE 51-1, 51-2, and/or 106 (for bi-directional communication)
· The interface for TD-SM may optionally support ETSI Smart Card specifications:

· ETSI TS 102 225

· ETSI TS 102 226

· ETSI TS 102 569

<Editor: WG3 needs to be consulted to determine above recommended Smart Card specifications>

· The IPTV smart card is recommended to follow a common uniform format similar to SIM.
· The IPTV smart card is recommended to have the ability to support prepay and postpay mode.  
· The IPTV smart card is recommended to support ITU-T Recommendation E.118, ITU-T Recommendation E.164, and ITU-T Recommendation T.50, according to charging and numbering needs.
