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FG IPTV is sincerely thanks the FG IdM for sending the LS which contains a lot of useful information. The materials that you recommended in the LS have been carefully studied. The following part summarizes our feedback to your enquiry.

For your information, we have carefully checked security part definition appeared in our working documents and compared them with the Lexicon in FG IdM Report No. 3. No matching item has been found. If new terms need to be defined, we will regard your documents as a valuable resource and try to avoid possible definition confliction. 
And for others document, although they mentioned the Gaps, the Use Cases and Scenarios of Unified Identity related to IPTV and NGN, but at this stage, we are not focusing on the detailed technical issues related to Unified Identity within FG IPTV.
Because of limitation of time, we can not provide any further comments and feedback regarding to your other requests for comments. 
FG IPTV would also like to remind you that all its documents (Inputs, Outputs, Reports and Liaison Statements) are publicly available.
