	Kyoto is one of the most popular tourist cities in Japan, and October-November period is a high-season for autumn leaves. So, the advanced booking for the hotel rooms is highly recommended. All the hotels rooms, except for those of guest houses and dormitories, should be equipped with bath/shower and toilet. As you can see below, high-speed internet connections are free of charge in most of the hotels, but in some hotels, the availabilities are limited or they may charge to the connection.
