Study Group 15 at its last meeting (Geneva, 28 September – 9 October 2009) decided, in the framework of the studies conducted under Question 16/15 (Optical physical infrastructure and cables) to produce this questionnaire concerning the development of a recommendation on optical cabling shared with multiple operators in buildings. Replies should be sent to the Editor of Recommendation L.teib "Optical cabling shared with multiple operators in buildings" by 31 March 2010 at the latest, to allow data processing and analysis before proposing a draft Recommendation to the ITU-T membership.

Optical cabling for both new and existing buildings is a hot topic that holds the operators' attention, and represents significant part of the cost of the broadband optical wired access network deployment.

Definition of optical cabling inside buildings needs to be "future-proof" and compatible with the long term evolution of optical access networks and equipments. Furthermore, because many actors (building owners, operators, customers, etc.) will be involved for a long time period in the management of the optical building cabling (installation, cabling, maintenance, optical measurement, churn between different operators…), the optical interfaces have to be precisely defined. Many points have to be discussed and to be standardized in order to have an efficient and future-proof ITU-T recommendation.  

Question 16/15 is responsible for developing a Recommendation related to the optical cabling in buildings. Before suggesting a new draft Recommendation, Q16/15 would like to collect opinions, information and experiences about optical building cabling.
