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Priority area

Development of fixed, mobile and broadband networks, including broadcasting networks and spectrum management, next-generation networks, rural communications, emergency telecommunications and disaster relief, as well as human capacity building in each of these areas.
Description of the proposal
For e-health, distance constitutes a crucial factor, with the result that information technologies have to be used for the provision of medical care, making diagnoses, dispensing treatment, preventing illnesses and accidents, and transmitting data for communities far away from central headquarters.
