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Description of the proposal

1. Historical background

1.1. The Arab States contributed to the work of the last three WTDCs (Valetta, Istanbul and Doha) through the preparations of agreed joint proposals during the three Arab preparatory meetings hosted by Syria in Damascus.

1.2. The majority of these proposals were a review of existing Resolutions and Recommendations with some new ones.

1.3. The preparatory meeting of WTDC (Doha) held on 3-5 January 2006 in Damascus prepared:

1.3.1. changes to the Constitution and to the Convention regarding the ITU-D Sector to be dealt with by the Arab preparatory meeting for PP 2006.

1.3.2. Revision of the following existing Resolutions and Recommendations, namely 5, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 13, 15, 16, 17, 18, 20, 21, 22, 23, 24, 25, 27, 29, 30, 31, 32, 34, 37, 38, 40 and integration of Recommendations 12 and 43.

1.3.3. new Resolution as follows:

a. Combining ex. Resolutions 41, 42 and Recommendation 7 in a new Resolution 54 

b. Upgrading Recommendation 14 into a new Resolution 50

c. Revisions to the Resolutions 1 and 2 integrating the substance of Resolution 28 so as to delete Resolution 28

d. Proposal on the Strategic Plan for the Sector as part of the 71 PP Resolution

e. Revision of Recommendation 13

f. New Decision 1 for a minimum budget for ITU–D Study Groups in 2006 

1.3.4. In addition to the above, additional proposals were presented by a number of Arab States to the Conference

2. Proposed work plan of the RPM-ARB 17 – 19 January (noon) 2010

2.1. Consideration of the output of the 6 RPMs.

2.2. Proposed revisions to the existing WTDC Resolutions (Doha, 2006)

2.2.1. Resolution 5:

To be updated taking into consideration the new versions of Resolutions 17, 44 and 54 of WTSA Johannesburg 2008 as well as Resolution 7 of the 2007 Radiocommunication Assembly. 

2.2.2. Resolution 6:

To be updated after the TDAG meeting in February taking into consideration the results of the final meeting of the TDAG Private Sector working group. This may include integrating Resolution 29 in this Resolution. 

2.2.3. Resolution 8:

To be updated taking into consideration the experience of BDT in its application regarding the Single Index as well as the relevant Resolution referring to the Single Index of PP 2006. 

2.2.4. Resolutions 9 and10

To be updated taking into consideration the provided accepted text of Resolution 9 by S.G2/D and S.G1/R with possible integration of Resolution 10 in this Resolution.

2.2.5. Resolution 11:

To be updated taking into consideration the excellent results of Question 10 of S.G.2/D in this cycle, and the role of BDT programmeme 2. This updating should take into consideration integrating of some parts of Recommendation 18 Doha 2006 in this Resolution.

2.2.6. Resolution 13:

To be updated after the T-DAG meeting in next February taking into consideration BDT experience in its implementation. 

2.2.7. Resolution 15:

To be updated after the next T-DAG meeting taking into consideration BDT experience in its implementation 

2.2.8. Resolution 16:

To be updated after next TDAG meeting taking into consideration the revision of the BDT programmes, with the possibility of adding SIDS and land-locked countries to this Resolution and integrating Resolution 49 into this new revision 

2.2.9. Resolution 17:

To be updated taking into consideration the new strategic plan of the Arab States as approved by the competent Arab authorities, and the results of implementation by the BDT for the Arab region (expected date for updating end April).

2.2.10. Resolution 18:

To be updated by end of April, and will be proposed to WTDC 2010. 

2.2.11. Resolution 20:

To be updated taking into consideration the new WTSA 2008 relevant Resolution and the results of the TSB Questionnaire on the subject.

2.2.12. Resolution 21:

To be updated taking into consideration the study by the ITU Council in April next year regarding the status of regional telecommunication organizations.

2.2.13. Resolution 22:

To be updated taking into consideration the relevant updated Resolutions of PP 2006 as well as those of WTSA 2008. 

2.2.14. Resolution 23:

To be updated taking into consideration to relevant Resolutions and Recommendations of WTDC-06.

2.2.15. Resolution 24:

To be updated after the next TDAG meeting taking into consideration TDAG experience in the implementation of this Resolution.

2.2.16. Resolution 25:

To be updated taking into consideration the possibility of training LDC personnel outside their countries for the safety of BDT experts; this will apply in particular to Resolution 57(Doha, 2006).

2.2.17. Resolution 27:

Possible editorial update if needed 

2.2.18. Resolution 29:

This Resolution could be integrated with Resolution 6, pending results of the TDAG Private Sector working group next February. 

2.2.19. Resolution 30:

To be updated taking into consideration progress achieved by the BDT during the last four years and the output of the Council Working Group on PP Resolution 140. This is to be done after the 2010 Council meeting.

2.2.20. Resolution 31:

To be updated based on the new experience of the six RPMs and after the TDAG meeting.

2.2.21. Resolution 32:

To be updated taking into consideration the new action line C6 of WSIS and BDT's experience in its implementation.

2.2.22. Resolution 34:

To be updated taking into consideration the progress achieved by Programme 6, the relevant PP 2006 Resolution 33 and 136, as well as the results of the conference which took place in Geneva at the end of 2007 and the excellent results of ITU-D Study Group 2 Question 22/2.

2.2.23. Resolution 37:

To be updated taking into consideration BDT's activities regarding Action Lines C2, C5 and C6 as well as those of Action Line C7 

2.2.24. Resolution 40:

To be updated taking into consideration the results of the relevant Council Working Group, as well as the results of the TDAG group on implementing this Resolution. Such updating is planned to be finalized by the end of April after the 2010 Council meeting.

2.2.25. Resolution 43:

To be updated taking into consideration the output of IITU-D Study Group 2, Question 18 and the progress achieved by the other two Sectors (ITU-T SG 13 and ITU-R SG5) on IMT 

2.2.26. Resolution 45:

To be updated taking into consideration all activities relevant to cybersecurity, by the Council Working Group for PP Resolution 149, the WTSA 2008 Resolutions 50 and 52, activities of ITU-T SG 17 as well as the progress achieved by the General Secretariat on Action Line C5 and the progress of ITU-D Study Group 1 Question 22/1 

2.2.27. Resolution 47:

To be updated taking into consideration progress achieved in the implementation of WTSA 2008 Resolutions 44 and 54.

2.2.28. Resolution 48:

To be updated editorially taking into consideration progress achieved by BDT in organizing the GSR.

2.2.29. Resolution 49:

Proposed to be integrated with Resolution 16

2.2.30. Resolution 50:

To be updated taking into consideration progress achieved in implementing Resolution 17and relevant progress by the BDT programmes.

2.2.31. Resolution 52:

To be updated based on the progress achieved in implementing this Resolution and the similar one by PP 2006. 

2.2.32. Resolution 53:

To be updated after the next TDAG meeting taking into consideration BDT's progress regarding the implementation of this Resolution. 

2.2.33. Resolution 54:

To be updated after the next meeting of TDAG taking into consideration the progress reports of the relevant programmemes, in particular programmes 2 and 3.

3. Proposed revisions of existing Recommendations

3.1. Recommendation 8:

To be updated taking into consideration the role of GMPCS regarding disaster relief, with possible upgrading to a Resolution.

3.2. Recommendation 3:

To be updated taking into consideration progress achieved by BDT in its implementation 

3.3. Recommendation 18:

This Recommendation is to be replaced by the new Recommendation adopted by Study Group 2 and under approval by Member States (date for such approval is 30 January 2010), also taking into consideration the updating of Resolution 11 (Doha, 2006).

4. Revision to Resolution 1 and 2

These Resolutions may need more updating taking into consideration the proposed modifications to be presented to the next TDAG by its Working Group on the subject.

5. Contribution to the ITU-D Strategic Plan.

May need more updating taking into consideration the draft adopted by the next TDAG meeting.

6. Revision of the Action Plan of Doha in order to become the Hyderabad Action Plan.

6.1. Revisions of the programmes:

The Arab States will support the consolidation of the six programmes into four programmes with the relevant changes to the title of such programmes to be in line with their mandates (it was proposed by the Arab States in the RPM-ARB held in Algeria in 2005). This consolidation should take into consideration the BDT experience in implementing the six programmemes in the past cycle and to limit the programmes to the following:

6.1.1. Existing Programme1 plus WSIS Action Line C6 and the ITU-D statistical work.

6.1.2. Existing programme 2.

6.1.3. Existing programme 3 plus WSIS Action Lines C5 and C7 as well as the new ITU activity for climate change.

6.1.4. Former programme 4 including economic studies …..etc.

As regards the former Programme 5 and Programme 6, they should appear as major components in all the new four programmes, in particular regarding LDCs, SIDS, and land-locked developing countries in special needs, as well as the needs of women, youth and children, indigenous people and communities living in undeserved areas. The programme should also include all relevant activities for capacity building including training for all the above mentioned categories.

6.2. Impact of WSIS outcomes on the ITU-D mission 

It is proposed that BDT prepare the necessary update of this inputs as an input to the next TDAG meeting, taking into consideration past experience and BDT inputs to the working Group of the Council for PP Resolution140.

6.3. ITU-D cooperation, Study Groups and TDAG.

To be proposed by the secretariat to the next TDAG taking into consideration past experience except for those elements which will be adopted by the Conference e.g Questions, management teams of Study Group and TDAG, etc.

6.4. Programmes, activities and special initiatives.

The majority of the content will come as result of WTDC 2010; however for the coordination within ITU, with Study Group and with the membership as well as the handling of underserved groups, an update will be needed, particularly with respect to the Study Groups. The Arab Group will prepare a contribution on this part.

Based on the results of the six RPMs, TDAG is invited to provide the necessary guidance regarding the number of the programmes, on the basis of which BDT will be responsible for drafting the final text of the programmes to be presented to the WTDC 2010 for its consideration.

7. New Resolutions:

Additional new Resolutions will be proposed by the Arab States taking into consideration those relevant Resolutions adopted by P.P. 2006 and those Resolutions adopted by the Radio Assembly 2007 and WTSA 2008.

7.1. A new Resolution on Matters for coordination between ITU-D, ITU-R and ITU-T (see Resolution 6 of the 2007 Radiocommunication Assembly and Resolutions 18, 38 and 57 of WTSA 2008).

7.2. A new Resolution on the creation of national Computer Incident Response Teams “CIRT “ taking into account WTSA 2008 Resolution 58 and with a possible Revised Question 22 for ITU-D Study Group 1.

7.3. A new Resolution on IP address allocation, encouraging the development of IPV6, in taking into account WTSA 2008 Resolution 64.

7.4. A new Resolution on Telecommunication/ICT accessibility for persons with disabilities, taking into account WTSA-2008 Resolution 70 and the higher percentage of persons with disabilities in the developing countries compared to the developed countries. This proposal should be based on the successful results of ITU-D Study Group 1, Question 20/1, which proposed a new Resolution and new revised Question on this subject.

7.5. A new Resolution on measurement concerns related to human exposure to electromagnetic field, taking into account WTSA Resolution 72, including ITU-T SG 5 and the proposed new Question from ITU-D SG 2.

7.6. A new Resolution on information and communication technologies and the climate change for close collaboration with WTSA Resolution 73 and S.G.5. Syria proposed a text for a new Question to SG2/D which was endorsed by the SG 

7.7. A new Resolution on studies related to conference and interoperability testing, assistance to developing countries, and a possible future ITU mark programme in close collaboration with WTSA 2008 Resolution 76. Syria proposed a text for a new Question to ITU_D SG2 which was endorsed by the Study Group. 

7.8. Other proposed new Resolutions (if any) to the Arab Preparatory meeting (19 afternoon – 21 January 2010).

8. Questions and Resolutions for the coming cycle. 

The Arab States will consider all proposed Questions and the single Resolution for the coming cycle for both Study Groups (whether old revised Questions or new Questions) and will contribute to the next TDAG with their proposals.
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
