Description of the proposal

the electronic commerce can contribute to the sustainable development,

-
data protection is one of the most important factors to ensure a reliable   relationship with the consumer,

-
e-certification and the setting up of Public Key infrastructure (PKI) facilitates the emergence of a climate of trust and confidence in e-transactions,

-
efforts should be joined to :

•
set up frameworks, policies and legislations in the field of e-certification,

•
the adoption PKI security measures of on the regional and Arab levels.

This project aims at setting up an Arab network of e-certification structures having the following tasks :

-
Elaborating legal frameworks pototypes to encourage the development of secured electronic exchanges between member countries.

-
Providing support for capacity-building, and awareness for decision-makers, technicians and users the importance of electronic exchanges security,

-
Defiining a set of criteria and standards to be adopted on the level of the relevant infrastructures, services and applications,

-
Finding the mutual recognition mechanisms of e-signature between Arab countries,

-
Developing a directory of root certification authorities.

-
Providing a common platform to help resolve the problems of using digital certificates between Arab countries.

-
Developing cooperation relationships with other organizations and relevant international authorities aiming at exchanging technical skills and mutual recognition of e-signature (OASIS, ETSI, IETF, ..),

-
Trying to feed the Arab statistical platform in the ICT sector by setting up a set of indicators related to the development of electronic certification and security services in the Arab countries.
