Introduction

The resolution of problems relating to emergency situations calls for the exchange of emergency information between authorities in neighbouring States via the public telecommunication service. Such exchanges must be as provided for in normative documents supplementing and giving concrete form to the provisions of Recommendations ITU-T E.106 and E.107.

Problem

The following needs have to be addressed between the RCC participant countries:

harmonization of priority service mechanisms;

–
harmonization of internetwork service protocols;

–
establishment of a unified list of participants in the International Emergency Preference Scheme for disaster relief operations (EIPS);

–
harmonization of ways and means of improving call completion;

–
harmonization of protective mechanisms.

Solutions

The exchange of information should be effected through the creation of training materials and the holding of symposia and seminars.

ITU participation in resolution of the problem

Assistance with the organization of a seminar, securing the participation of expert speakers, and co‑financing.

Conclusions and recommendations

An analysis of the aforementioned problems points to the need for harmonization in any decisions relating to the construction of emergency preference networks and the desirability of establishing a regional IEPS for the RCC participant countries.

In the interests of discussing international experience in this area, it is necessary to have ITU-D’s assistance for the holding of a seminar on the theme “Analysis, forecasting and arrangements for implementing emergency preference schemes in the RCC participant countries”.
