Description of the proposal
Expansion of cooperation between universities and scientific research centres in the CIS calls for sharing of ICT resources among cooperating organizations and the creation of a single federative system for user access to these resources. To support this cooperation, new network technologies and applications have been developed that establish a federative infrastructure for managing user identification and support user mobility.

In this federative access arrangement, a single user name and/or its identification credentials/certificate is used to access networks which have established trusted relations and join in a security association commonly called a “federation”. Trusted relations are supported by public key infrastructure (PKI) systems.
Objective

To provide, on the premises of higher education institutions, including student halls of residence and research centres, in the CIS countries, friendly, secure and scalable wireless broadband access to national and international scientific and educational computer networks and to the Internet, for students, teachers and research assistants, wherever they may be studying or working. 

Tasks

Creation of a pilot wireless access infrastructure in educational buildings and student halls of residence in the largest educational institutions and institutes in the Republic of Belarus, both in Minsk and in the regions.

Establishment of infrastructure in the Republic of Belarus for roaming authentication in computer networks of higher education establishments and research institutions belonging to the academic and scientific community; integration of this infrastructure in the Eduroam (“Educational Roaming”) international research and education authentication federation. 
Development and implementation of a national and international (for CIS countries) roaming authentication policy within the framework of the Eduroam international federation.

Eduroam uses the RADIUS protocol (remote authentication dial-in user service) for remote user authentication, which is currently employed by many universities and research centres in Belarus, the Russian Federation and other CIS countries. However, connection to the Eduroam federation also requires the widespread introduction of PKI systems and the establishment of trusted relations between national certification centres, whence the need to develop procedures for harmonizing the certification policies of national certification centres and networks in CIS countries and member countries of the Eduroam federation.

Implementation time-frame

2010-2011 (2 years)

Requested amount and allocation of funding

EUR 450 000 for 2010-2011

Allocation of funds: Equipment for wireless access points, authentication servers and software (RADIUS, etc.), establishment of LANs and wireless access points in buildings, elaboration of a roaming authentication policy; remuneration of programmers, developers of the regulatory basis and service staff, mission expenses.
Possible future development of the project

At the national level: Large-scale expansion in 2012-2013 to all higher education institutions and leading scientific research centres in the Republic of Belarus. At the international level: Exploiting the results of the pilot project in order to implement similar systems in CIS countries.
