Subject: Results of thefirst session of the Conference Preparatory Meeting for WRC-11
(CPM11-1)

I ntroduction

The World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 2007) decided in its Resolutions 805
[COM®6/7] and 806 [COM6/22] to recommend to the Council the draft agendafor the 2011 World
Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-11) and a preliminary agenda for the 2015 World
Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-15). The draft agendas are contained in Annex 1 and
Annex 2 to this Circular Letter. Thelist of the provisional numbers for new Resolutions and
Recommendations from WRC-07 is provided in Annex 3.

The Radiocommunication Assembly (RA-07), by its Resolution ITU-R 2-5
(http://www.itu.int/publ/R-RES-R.2-5-2007/en) reconfirmed the Conference Preparatory Meeting
(CPM) and WRC-07 agreed that preparatory studies for WRC-11 are to be carried out by the CPM
process.

First session of the Conference Preparatory Meeting for WRC-11 (CPM 11-1)

CPM11-1 was held in Geneva from 19 to 20 November 2007. It organized the preparatory studies
for WRC-11 and proposed a structure for its Report to WRC-11. Furthermore, the meeting
nominated six (6) Chapter Rapporteurs who will assist the Chairman in managing the devel opment
of the draft Report to WRC-11. With one exception, all the preparatory work, as agreed by
CPM11-1, will be performed within the framework of the foreseen work programme and
organization of the ITU-R Study Groups. However, a dedicated Joint Task Group (JTG 5-6) was
established to deal with complex issues related to the use of the band 790-862 MHz in Regions 1
and 3 (WRC-11 Agendaitem 1.17).

Report on thefirst session of the Conference
Preparatory Meeting for WRC-11

Thefirst Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM11-1) was held in Genevafrom 19 to 20 November
2007, to organize and coordinate conference preparatory studies for WRC-11, based on the outputs
from WRC-07 (Final Acts) and the 2007 Radiocommunication Assembly (RA-07) Resolutions, in
particular on Resolution ITU-R 2-5.

WRC-07, by its Resolution 805 [COM6/7] (WRC-07), activated the CPM to initiate preparation for
WRC-11. The preparatory process shall be in conformity with Resolution ITU-R 2-5.

One hundred and sixty-four participants from 54 Member States and 15 Sector Members, including
the Chairmen of all ITU-R Study Groups (SG 1, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7), attended the meeting.

Following thorough consideration of nine contributions, the structure of the draft CPM Report and
working procedures were agreed (see Annex 5) together with the table of contents and the Chapter
structure (see Annex 6).

The allocation of preparatory work was based on the ITU-R Study Group structure, as contained in
Document CPM11-1/1. For each WRC-11 agendaitem asingle ITU-R Working Party has been
identified to take responsibility for the preparatory work, inviting input and/or participation from
other concerned” I TU-R groups as necessary (see Annexes 8 and 9). However, on an exceptional
basis, Joint Task Group 5-6 (JTG 5-6), under the chairmanship of Mr A. Kholod (Switzerland), has
been established to carry out preparatory studies on WRC-11 Agendaitem 1.17 (see Annex 10).

The meeting appointed a Rapporteur for each of the six (6) Chapters to assist the Chairmanin
managing the flow of contributions and the development of the draft CPM Report. The list of the
Chapter Rapporteurs may be found in Annex 13.

A page limit was decided for contributions as well as for each agendaitem (10 pages on average).
Thislimit must be observed by each Chapter Rapporteur in order to limit the draft CPM texts to
250 pagesintotal and, in turn, to establish an overall limit of 300 pages for the CPM Report,
including 50 pages for the Special Committee. The Chairmen of ITU-R Study Groups, Working
Parties and JTG 5-6 are kindly requested to take into account the above-mentioned limits when
preparing their inputs to the corresponding Chapter Rapporteurs. The Chapter Rapporteurs also
need to strictly observe the limitsin the preparation of their contributions to the draft CPM Report.

It was also decided that the number of proposed options to satisfy each agenda item be kept to the
absolute minimum. The options should be described in a clear and concise manner in order to assist
administrations in identifying the differences between them.

In the interests of economy and in recognition of the need for atimely distribution of the draft CPM
Report, the responsible groups are invited to provide their contributions in a concise form,
following the Chapter structure as contained in Annexes 6, 7 and 11, by [DD][MM][YY]. The exact
date for submission of contributions, as well as the dates of CPM11-2, will be communicated to the
membership and to the ITU-R SG and WP/TG Chairmen and Chapter Rapporteurs at alater stage
(as soon as the exact time of WRC-11 is decided by the ITU Council).

* A concerned I TU-R group may be either a contributing group on a specific item, or an interested group
that will follow the work on a specific issue and act as appropriate.

Once the above-mentioned date is determined, a meeting of the Chairmen of the responsible groups,
the CPM Chairman/Vice-Chairmen and the Chapter Rapporteurs will be held at an appropriate time
in order to consolidate the inputs to the draft CPM Report.

WRC-07, by its Resolution 805 [COM®6/7] (WRC-07), also activated the Special Committee (SC) in
the preparatory process for WRC-11 (see Resolution I TU-R 38-3), recognizing that CPM 11-1
would distribute tasks to the SC, as appropriate. The organization of the work of the SC was noted
(see Annex 12).

Discussing the ITU-R meetings schedule, CPM 11-1 expressed the view that the final meeting of the
SC should be held not later than 4 months prior to CPM 11-2.

In order to facilitate the understanding of the draft CPM Report, an executive summary for each
WRC-11 agendaitem (or each issue) will be developed by the responsible group and may be used
for informing the regional groups throughout the WRC preparatory cycle. The fina summary will
be prepared for the final draft CPM text by the responsible group and included in the CPM Report
to WRC-11.

However, in order to assist administrations, in particular those of developing countries, regional
seminars need to be organized, as appropriate, pursuant to Resolution 80 (Marrakesh, 2002).

1 Chapter structure
The table of contents of the CPM Report to WRC-11 can be found in Annex 6.

The outline of the CPM-11 Report is provided in Annex 7 and its proposed detailed structure can be
found in Annex 11.

2 Chapter Rapporteurs

The names of the Chapter Rapporteurs are provided in Annex 6. Further details are available in
Annex 13.

3 Duties of the Chapter Rapporteurs

31 To ensure that the consistency of the format, structure and guidelines on the amount of
text are observed.

3.2 To ensure the integration of most recent output texts from the responsible group into a

consolidated CPM text by consultation with, or assistance from the responsible group
Chairmen to ensure that the CPM work is complete and on time.

4 CPM working procedures

In accordance with paragraph 2.3 of Annex 1 to Resolution ITU-R 2-5, CPM11-1 identified
responsible groups (i.e. ITU-R Working Parties of the relevant Study Groups or a Joint Task
Group) as well as concerned groups (i.e. ITU-R Working Parties of the relevant Study Groups), as
indicated in Annex 8 to this Administrative Circular.

4.1 The responsible group has the responsibility to prepare a draft element of the CPM
Report addressing the specific agenda item or sub-item for which it has main responsibility. The
responsible group should ensure the necessary coordination with the contributing group(s), and the
interested group(s), if appropriate.

4.2 In the preparation of the CPM Report, differences in approach as contained in the
source material shall be reconciled to the extent possible. In the case where the approaches cannot
be reconciled, the differing views and their justification shall be included in the CPM Report.

4.3 The concerned groups for any item or sub-item, will not contribute directly to the CPM,
but may contribute to the work of the responsible group for that item or sub-item by the following
means in order of preference:

- participation of members of the concerned groups in the work and meetings of the
responsible group;

- appointment of rapporteurs to represent their interests in the work and meetings of the
responsible group;

- liaison statements if time permits.

NOTE — The concerned group may be either:

- a contributing group, a contribution from which is expected on a specific item, or

- an interested group that will follow the work on a specific issue and act as appropriate.
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4.4 Asfar as possible, concerned groups should avoid establishing specific groups or
meetings to agree on contributions to the responsible group, as thiswill inevitably create some

duplication with the work of the responsible group and increase the number of meetings that the
interested experts would need to attend.
