Proposed approval of 3 draft new, 1 draft revised Recommendation and 1 proposed suppression of a Recommendation adopted by Radiocommunication Study Groups 10 and 11 following Study Group consultation
At the extraordinary meeting of Radiocommunication Study Groups 10 and 11 (Broadcasting service sound and television), held from 15 to 17 December 1999, the Study Groups decided to seek adoption of 3 draft new, 1 draft revised Recommendation and 1 proposed suppression of a Recommendation by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Circular Letter 10/LCCE/42-11/LCCE/43, dated 31 January 2000, the consultation period ended on 28 February 2000.

Three draft new, 1 draft revised Recommendations and 1 proposed suppression have now been adopted by Study Groups 10 and 11 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2, I should be grateful if you would inform me (e‑mail: brsgd@itu.int) by 14 July 2000, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that the draft Recommendation should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Groups during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-2 and Administrative Circular CA/67 of 2 June 1999.

effective utilization of spectrum assigned to
the broadcasting-satellite service (sound)

Summary

This proposed Recommendation establishes the basic technical criteria to be met to secure an harmonious and effective implementation of the BSS (sound) in the three frequency bands allocated to this service by WARC-92. Since no action has been taken at scheduling a conference as per Resolution 528 to organize the way by which this service will be deployed, it is felt that there is a need to develop some simple technical criteria that the system proponents should meet to ensure that the spectrum resource is efficiently used from an intra-service sharing point of view. 

An attempt is made here at providing the means to maximize the use of the spectrum resource to allow access to this resource by future systems. As a guidance, in order to secure the best use of the spectrum, any BSS (sound) system should meet the simple set of requirements appearing in this draft new Recommendation.

SYSTEM DESCRIPTION AND SELECTION FOR DIGITAL SATELLITE BROADCASTING TO VEHICULAR, PORTABLE AND FIXED RECEIVERS
IN THE BANDS ALLOCATED TO BSS (SOUND)
IN THE FREQUENCY RANGE 1 400 - 2 700 MHz
Summary

The previous version of this Recommendation was drafted a year ago and since then, major developments took place in Japan. A new BSS (sound) system was developed, fully tested and adopted by the Association of Radio Industries and Businesses (ARIB) in Japan.

This new system allows hybrid satellite/terrestrial operation of a digital sound broadcasting service in one of the bands allocated to BSS (sound) by WARC-92. The proposal from Japan is to operate the system specifically in the 2.6 GHz band. The extensive comparative table that was developed in the previous version of the Recommendation was augmented with the necessary information describing this new digital system E and a new Annex 5, describing the system was added.

A more complete version of the system description is to be included, along with the other three system descriptions in the ITU-R Special Publication on BSS (sound) currently being updated “Terrestrial and satellite digital sound broadcasting to vehicular, portable and fixed receivers in the VHF/UHF bands”.

Summary

Recommendation ITU-R BO.566-3 was reviewed, the text is considered to be redundant in view of the numerous cross-references to current Radio Regulations which mostly include the same definitions.

Consequently, suppression of Recommendation ITU-R BO.566-3 is recommended.

COORDINATION PROCEDURE FOR ASSIGNMENTS OF SPACE OPERATION SERVICE IN THE GUARDBANDs OF Appendices S30 and S30A PLANS

Summary

The lack of a coordination procedure and criteria relating to space operation service in the guardbands of the BSS and associated feeder-link plans was identified during WRC-95. Currently these assignments of space operation services are not protected by any mechanism or procedure from other assignments of the same or other services and vice versa. This Recommendation provides a mechanism to include these assignments in the coordination procedures similar to S9.7, S9.8, S9.9, S9.17, S9.17A, S9.18 and Articles 4 and 7 of Appendices S30 and S30A. This Recommendation can be used by the Bureau by incorporating it into Rules of Procedure.

A METHODOLOGY TO EVALUATE THE IMPACT Of SOLAR INTERFERENCE ON GSO BSS LINK PERFORMANCE

Summary

Each day near the vernal and autumnal equinoxes, the Sun passes through (or close to) the main beam of all BSS receiving antennas. At such times, and especially for BSS systems with small downlink margins, solar radio frequency radiation can be a significant source of performance degradation. The draft new Recommendation presents a ten-step methodology that may be used in designing GSO BSS links to take into account the level of link performance degradation resulting from solar transit. The details of the methodology are presented in the Annex to the Recommendation which also includes examples of its application to BSS receiving antennas of different sizes.
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
