Proposed approval of 5 draft new Recommendations and 2 draft modified Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Group 6 following Study Group consultation

At the meeting of Radiocommunication Study Group 6, held on 19 and 20 September 2002, the Study Group decided to seek adoption of 6 draft new Recommendations, 2 draft modified Recommendations and 1 draft revised Recommendation by correspondence, according to § 10.2.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3 (adoption by a Study Group by correspondence).

As stated in Addendum 1 to Circular Letter 6/LCCE/26, dated 4 December 2002, the consultation period ended on 4 January 2003.

These Recommendations (except draft new Recommendation ITU-R BS.[Doc.6/324] (Doc. 6/324(Rev.1) and draft revised Recommendation ITU-R BT.1201 (Doc. 6/317(Rev.1)) have now been adopted by Study Group 6 and the procedure of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.3.5 is to be applied. The titles and summaries of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of § 10.3.5.2 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3, I should be grateful if you would inform the Secretariat (brsgd@itu.int) by 3 May 2003, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.

A Member State who indicates that these draft Recommendations should not be approved is requested to advise the reason and indicate possible changes in order to facilitate further consideration by the Study Group during the study period (§ 10.3.5.5 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3).

After the above-mentioned deadline, I will notify the results of this consultation by Administrative Circular and make arrangements for the approved Recommendations to be published in accordance with § 10.3.7 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Any ITU member organization aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of draft Recommendation(s) proposed for adoption is requested to disclose such information to me, in no case later than the date scheduled for approval of the Recommendations in this Administrative Circular. The “Statement on Radiocommunication Sector Patent Policy” is contained in Annex 1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-3.

Annex 2 shows the list of Recommendations for which Study Group 6 has approved editorial updates in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 44.

Draft modification to Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-3

Systems for terrestrial digital sound broadcasting to vehicular, portable and fixed receivers in the frequency range 30‑3 000 MHz

Prior to the WP 6E meeting of March 2002, France objected to the adoption of the "draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-2" citing a lack of information. During the WP 6E meeting in March 2002, a United States submission to the meeting provided the comprehensive information that met the objection by France. However, France noted that the information should be supplemented by a suitable text noting that vehicular operation is limited to frequencies below 230 MHz.

It was agreed by WP 6E that such clarifying information about the digital system C could be incorporated in a revised version of Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-3, at the WP 6E meeting in September 2002.

The purpose of that document is to incorporate the additional information in Recommendation ITU‑R BS.1114-3.

Procedural consideration

Resolution ITU-R 1-3, § 10.1.6 states that:

"Revision of a Recommendation should not normally be considered for approval within 2 years, unless the proposed revision complements rather than changes the agreement reached in the previous version".

The revised version of Recommendation ITU-R BS.1114-3 will bring additional information without changing the agreement; therefore, the proposal is in line with 
Resolution ITU‑R 1-3, § 10.1.6.

Draft modification to Recommendation ITU-R BT.1120-3

Digital interfaces for HDTV studio signals

Recommendation ITU-R BT.1120-3 defines a method of coding which allows data services to be carried in the vertical ancillary data space of a bit-serial component television signal and formatted as specified in Recommendation ITU‑R BT.1364. This includes data broadcast services intended for the public as well as broadcaster internal control and communications. The data described in this standard may also be transported in KLV format according to Recommendation ITU-R BT.1563 (SMPTE 336M), or via other means.

While Recommendation ITU-R BT.1364 defines the structure of ancillary data packets it does not specify where those packets are to be located within a data stream. Such a specification is expected to be included in the data structure document of the video carrying the ancillary data.

Data stream format for the exchange of DV-based audio, 
data and compressed video over interfaces complying 
with Recommendation ITU-R BT.1381

This Recommendation defines the format of the data stream for the synchronous exchange of DV‑based audio, data and compressed video (whose data structure is defined in SMPTE 314M and SMPTE 370M) over the interface defined in SMPTE 305M. It covers the transmission of audio, sub‑code data, and compressed video packets associated with DV-based 25 and 50 Mb/s data structures including faster than real-time transmission, and 100 Mb/s data structures for 525/60 systems and 625/50 systems utilizing Recommendation ITU-R BT.1381. This Recommendation does not include the data stream of a DV-compliant structure as defined in SMPTE 322M.

Format for transmission of DV compressed video, audio and data over interfaces complying with Recommendation ITU-R BT.1381

This Recommendation specifies the data structure and the transmission format of DV-compliant (IEC 61834) compressed video, audio and data over a serial data transport interface (SDTI) as defined by Recommendation ITU-R BT.1381. The Recommendation is a combination of video, audio, sub-code and control data optimized for the connection between DV-compliant VCRs and disk systems. It provides for high-speed data stream transfer up to five times faster than real-time.

Data structure for DV-based audio, data and compressed 
video at data rates of 25 and 50 Mbit/s
This Recommendation defines the DV-based data structure for the interface of digital audio, sub‑code data and compressed video for the 525/60 and 625/50 systems with sampling structures 4:1:1 (25 Mb/s data rate) and 4:2:2 (50 Mb/s data rate). The Recommendation does not define the data structure for the interface of DV‑compliant digital audio, sub‑code data and compressed video specified in IEC 61834.

Vertical ancillary data mapping for serial digital interface

This Recommendation defines a method of coding which allows data services to be carried in the vertical ancillary data space of a bit-serial component television signal conforming with Recommendation ITU-R BT.656 or ITU-R BT.1120 and formatted as specified in Recommendation ITU‑R BT.1364. This includes data broadcast services intended for the public as well as broadcaster internal control and communications. The data described in this standard may also be transported in KLV format according to SMPTE 336M-2001, or via other means.

Data structure for DV-based audio, data and compressed
video at a data rate of 100 Mbit/s

This Recommendation defines the DV-based data structure at a 100 Mb/s sampling rate for the interface of digital audio, sub-code data and compressed video with 1 920 ( 1 080 interlaced image sampling structure for 50 Hz and 59.94 Hz field rates and for video with 1 280 ( 720 progressive image sampling structure at a 59.94 frame rate.
