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Subject:	Implementation of the provisions applicable in the frequency bands allocated exclusively to the aeronautical mobile (OR) service between 3 025 kHz and 18 030 kHz

Dear Sir, 





1	The World Administrative Radio Conference for dealing with frequency allocations in certain parts of the spectrum (Malaga-Torremolinos, 1992) modified the conditions for use of each of the frequency bands between 3025 kHz and 18030 kHz allocated exclusively to the aeronautical mobile (OR) service, so as to enable a more efficient usage of the available frequency spectrum. The Conference adopted Resolution No. 411 which specifies that “until 15 December 1995, administrations may continue to use their existing assignments in accordance with the characteristics recorded in the Master International Frequency Register. After that date, administrations shall take all necessary measures to modify the characteristics of their assignments so as to ensure their conformity with the provisions of Appendix 26(Rev.)”. The Conference also specified, in Resolution No. 412, the transfer procedures to be followed by the administrations and by the former BR with respect to the concerned frequency assignments, to be completed not later than 15 December 1997.





2	In accordance with "resolves 1" of Resolution No. 412, and following the standard practices, the Bureau initiated the relevant transfer procedures in July 1993. To this end, the Bureau prepared appropriate lists of the MIFR assignments to stations of the aeronautical mobile (OR) service operating in bands allocated exclusively to that service between 3025 kHz and 18030 kHz, with the indication of the replacement frequency (-ies) which fulfil(s) the provisions of Appendix 26 (Rev.) and which is (are) intended to replace the frequency of the assignment concerned. These lists were communicated to each administration having assignments recorded in the MIFR, as requested by "resolves 2" of Resolution No. 412.





3	Following the dispatch of the lists, some administrations commenced with the notification of the replacement frequencies. However, the Bureau has encountered some difficulties with the submissions of some administrations. This concerns mainly the notice forms submitted as modifications to the recorded assignments, and specially with the assignments related  to the classes of emission encompassing more than one channel of the new channelling arrangement and for which more than one replacement frequency was proposed. As indicated in the above mentioned multi address letter, such complex cases require special attention. 





4	Based on the current experience with the treatment of notices in the context of Resolution 412, and with the intent to minimise the possible errors in treatment of the complex cases, the Bureau wishes to propose the following :





as a first action, each administration is invited to delete, from the Master Register, all frequency assignments that do not conform with the provisions of the new Appendix 26(Rev.92);


as the next step, administrations are invited to notify the frequency assignments, as they will be implemented, in accordance with “resolves 3” of resolution 412, as additions to the MIFR, following the standard notification procedure.





5	The above approach is the most suitable one for the administrations using any form of electronic notifications. It is also convenient for other types of notification, since it avoids complex manipulations with the frequency assignments currently recorded in the BR database. Also, it preserves absolutely all the rights of the administrations, since, according to the provisions of RR1407, all frequency assignments that conform with the provisions of RR1344A and 1345 will receive favourable finding and the same 2a date (15 December 1992) irrespective of date of their receipt and without any difference whether they are submitted as modifications or additions to the MIFR. 





6	Administrations wishing to continue with the standard practices are certainly free to follow the most convenient approach; however, the Bureau urges these administrations to follow, as closely as possible, the instructions communicated to them in this regard, and to indicate, in a clear and unambiguous manner, the data being modified. 





7	The Bureau wishes to remind all administrations of the need to change the frequencies, by 15 December 1997, of the considerable number of aeronautical and aircraft stations involved, so as to bring them in conformity with the conditions of Appendix 26(Rev.92), and the need to notify such transfers to the Bureau. The Bureau remains at the disposal of the administrations for any assistance they may require in this respect.
