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For Action


After its last meeting (Geneva, 27-28 October 2005), CCV wants to draw RAG attention to the following points:

1
In order to rationalize vocabulary work and reinforce translations consistency of documents published in the six ITU working languages, it is necessary that Study Groups actively collaborate with CCV.

2 
 Each Study Group shall set up an Editorial Group to ensure that the technical vocabulary used is correct. In addition, it shall also ensure that the texts to be approved have the same meaning in the different working languages of the ITU (Resolution ITU-R 1-4, resolves 2.19). When a Study Group has vocabulary work to handle, CCV recommends this work to be done by the Editorial Group.

3 
 CCV reminds that terms and definitions, which are included in Convention, Constitution, Radio Regulations and other regulatory texts, can only be modified within the WRC framework.

4
Each Radiocommunication Study Group shall appoint a permanent Rapporteur for Vocabulary (Resolution UIT-R 35-1, resolves 3). 

5 
CCV recommends that in each Study Group, the Rapporteur be assisted by experts in different languages and different technical subjects.

6 
CCV asks each Study Group to list all terms and definitions included in Recommendations in force and falling within its competence. This inventory will be done according to a template CCV will give to Study Groups by 7 November 2005.

7 
 CCV encourages Rapporteurs for Vocabulary to use official terms and definitions previously defined before proposing new ones. The Complement to Recommendation ITU‑R V.573-4 (Alphabetical list of terms defined in ITU-R texts), can be found in the CCV Forum, in six languages, with free access to users with TIES account.
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
