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1. Introduction

Therefore, we propose to group the list of services by end-user’s point of view and rename some of the services for the document’s consistency.
2. IPTV services
This clause provides a list of IPTV services to be considered in the activities of the ITU FG IPTV, which does not imply to be an exhaustive list. It is categorized by their service characteristics from end-user’s perspective.
· Content services – enjoying contents (i.e., video, audio, data, music, picture, etc.) offered by providers or navigating those contents

· Interactive services – getting the contents interactively between end user and providers

· Commerce service – utilizing any financial activities
