TSB Circular 47 of 21 September 2005 announced the NGN global Standards Initiative (NGN-GSI) as a framework to cover all NGN related studies in the ITU-T.

Further to the decisions of WTSA-04 on reinforcing the NGN work in ITU-T, co-located meetings of SGs 11, 13 and 19 took place in May and September 2005. Meetings of these Study Groups will continue to be convened at the same timeframe and at the same location throughout 2006.  Moreover, further to the request of the membership, the closing plenaries of these groups in their January meetings will be held in sequence in one meeting room on Friday, 27 January 2006. In addition, in association with the SGs 11, 13 and 19 meetings, there will be Working Party 2/17 (see Collective-letter 3/17) and Rapporteur activities of SGs 12 and 16, which are involved in the NGN work in the areas of performance, multimedia and security aspects. The detailed planning for this is being carried out by the concerned Rapporteurs’  Groups.

Further to the preliminary meeting schedule under the auspices of the NGN-GSI announced in Annex 1 to TSB Circular 47, I am very pleased to inform you about the work plan coordinated by the management of these SGs for January 2006. Please refer to Annex 1 of present Circular which contains the consolidated tables indicating the activities of questions of SGs 11, 12, 13, 16, 17 and 19.

Your attention is drawn on a single NGN-related activity on Friday, 20 January, afternoon, called NGN-GSI technical and strategic review meeting.  This meeting is scheduled to review the progress made by all NGN-related groups over the week 16-20 January 2006.
