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Priority area

Telecommunication/ICT policies and regulatory issues, including ICT economics (market analysis, cost modelling and tariffs) and statistics (indicators, measuring the information society), as well as human capacity building for each of these areas.
Number portability

The Standardization Committee has worked on regulations for number portability, which lay down the general parameters for the implementation of number portability. The document is 90 per cent completed.
2)
Panama is taking steps towards the implementation of number portability. Various consultations and approaches have been made with mobile and fixed telephone operators.

3)
Honduras is drawing up an implementation plan for the mobile telephone service to be established end-2009.

4)
El Salvador has approached mobile telephone operators. An implementation plan was established.

Define tools for implementing number portability in each of the countries of the region.

(
Carry out a study to define how number portability is to function and operate at national level, or otherwise at regional level, with the aim of optimizing financial resources, human capital and infrastructure.

Design a single reference entity, including: topology and diagrams for the operation of a single reference entity in the region, together with a description of the necessary equipments.

(
Promote the arrangements to be adopted for number portability with the various fixed and mobile telephone operators in each of the countries.
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
