Resolution 673 (WRC-07) of the World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 2007) on the use of radiocommunications for earth observation applications, in collaboration with the World Meteorological Organization (WMO);

Resolution 73 (Johannesburg, 2008) of WTSA on ICT and climate change, defining the role of ITU-T in this area;

g)
Question 22/2 of ITU-D Study Group 2, dealing with the utilization of ICT for disaster management, resources, and active and passive space-based sensing systems as they apply to disaster and emergency relief situations, and the anticipated results of this Question in the forthcoming period 2010-2014;

ITU Council Document C09/109 (2009), where ITU studies have shown that ICT is one of the critical elements, if not the fundamental element, in confronting climate change, in terms of monitoring climate change and the role it can play in any international agreement in this area, in addition to mitigating the effects of climate change in many cases,

taking into consideration
a)
that climate change and global warming have become objective facts acknowledged by everyone and a threat to all countries without exception, including developing countries;

b)
that the consequences of developing countries' lack of preparation in the past have recently come to light and that these countries will be exposed to incalculable dangers and considerable losses, including the consequences of rising sea levels for many populated and unpopulated coastal areas in developing countries, desertification and the retreating ice cap;

c)
that the strategic plan of the Union and the three Sectors, including ITU-D, for 2011-2015, which is currently in preparation, will give clear priority to confronting climate change and global warming using ICTs,

aware
a)
that ICTs also contribute to emissions of greenhouse gases, a contribution which, although relatively low, will grow with the increased use of ICTs, and that the necessary priority must be given to reducing emissions of greenhouse gases from equipment;

b)
that ICTs, irrespective of the level of their greenhouse gas emissions, will make a major contribution to mitigating and adapting to the effects of climate change, including the monitoring of changes,

instructs the Telecommunication Development Advisory Group 

to give priority to following up ITU-D activity in this area and providing the necessary support by means of an effective coordination mechanism with ITU-R and ITU-T,

calls upon ITU-D Study Group 2 

to implement the required studies on climate change,

instructs the Director of BDT

to formulate a clear action plan for the role of ITU-D in this regard, taking into account the role of the other two Sectors, and to make the necessary allocations for this purpose;

to designate one of the programmes as responsible for implementing this action plan, taking into account the needs of developing countries at regional level, and to cooperate closely with the study groups in the other two Sectors and with Study Group 2 in its implementation of the Question also adopted by this conference on ICT and climate change, with the aim of achieving the goals of the action plan in full, through the submission written contributions to these groups;

to organize workshops and training courses at regional level on this issue, in collaboration with the other two Sectors and competent bodies and through partnerships entered into for this purpose;

to submit an annual report on the progress of the planned work to the advisory group;

to submit a report to the next WTDC on implementation of this resolution, including the studies drawn up for the development of the new phase of the plan and its adoption at the next conference (2014).
