The Radiocommunication Bureau has recently received a number of requests to provide information on the estimated costs of the Regional Radiocommunication Conference for planning of the digital terrestrial broadcasting service in parts of Regions 1 and 3, in the frequency bands 174‑230 MHz and 470-862 MHz (RRC-04/05), as well as on the procedures for payment of the costs incurred by the RRC.  In this connection, the Bureau informs the administrations that this issue was detailed in the Information Document 4 of the Additional Session of Council (27–29 October 2003), which is attached to this Administrative Circular for your convenience (this document can also be seen at the following address: http://www.itu.int/md/meetingdoc.asp?type=sitems&lang=e&parent=S03-ADCL-INF-0004).

In conformity with the relevant provisions of the ITU Constitution, the expenses incurred by the RRC shall be borne by all the Member States of the region concerned in accordance with their class of contribution and, where appropriate, on the same basis, by any Member State of other regions which will participate in RRC. Furthermore, those Radiocommunication Sector Members and other authorized organizations that will participate at RRC in their own capacity shall be charged separately for their attendance. The RRC’s expenses will be invoiced to the Member States concerned in addition to their yearly contributions to the ITU. Those ITU-R Sector Members and other authorized organizations referred to above shall be charged in accordance with No. 476 of the Convention, as modified by PP-02 which will enter into force on 1 January 2004, and Article 6.5 of the Financial Regulations.

In case of late payments on assessed contributions for the Regional Radiocommunication Conference (RRC-04/05), the rates for interest charged will be fixed according to the relevant provisions of the Convention, Article 33, provision 474.

EXPENSES FOR THE REGIONAL CONFERENCE – REGION 1

Pursuant to Article 28 of the Constitution, No. 159D, expenses incurred by the regional conferences referred to in No. 43 of this Constitution shall be borne, in accordance with their class of contribution, by all the Member States of the region concerned and, where appropriate, on the same basis by any Member State of other regions which have participated in such conferences.
The budgeted costs of the regional conference for 2002-2003 and 2004-2005 are as follows:
-
For 2002-2003, the preparatory works amount to CHF 917,854 which, divided by 216 7/8 units, gives an estimated amount per unit of CHF 4,232. The invoice will be sent after the closure of the 2002-2003 accounts, i.e in March 2004.
-
For 2004, the costs related to the first session of the conference amount to CHF 6.286 million, i.e. an amount per unit of CHF 31,352. (on the basis of 200 1/2 units in force in 2004). The invoice will be sent after the provisional closure of the 2004 accounts, in March 2005.
-
For 2005, the costs related to the second session of the conference amount to CHF 8.327 million, i.e. an amount per unit of CHF 41,531 (on the basis of 200 1/2 units in force in 2004). The invoice will be sent after the closure of the 2004-2005 accounts, in March 2006.
These figures are purely indicative as they are cost estimates but the invoices will be based on real costs. 
Invoices for regional conference are payable within 60 days according to Article 6 5b) of the Financial Regulations.
