The Radiocommunciation Bureau wishes to bring to the attention of all Administrations the expiry date for submitting the Due Diligence information for the satellite networks or satellite systems, pursuant to resolves 2 of Resolution 49 (Rev. WRC-2000), which states that: 

“For a satellite network or satellite system within the scope of § 1, 2 or 3 of Annex 1 to this Resolution not yet recorded in the Master International Frequency Register (MIFR) by 22 November 1997, for which the advance publication information under No. 1042 or the request for a modification to the Plans of Appendices 30 and 30A or for the application of Section III of Article 6 of Appendix 30B has been received by the Bureau before 22 November 1997, the responsible administration shall submit to the Bureau the complete due diligence information in accordance with Annex 2 to this Resolution not later than 21 November 2003, or before the expiry of the notified period for bringing the satellite network into use, plus any extension period which shall not exceed three years pursuant to the application of No. 1550 or the dates specified in the relevant provisions of Article 4 of Appendix 30, Article 4 of Appendix 30A or Article 6 of Appendix 30B, whichever date comes earlier.”

In view of the above, all administrations are hereby requested to identify their networks for which the above deadline of 22 November 2003 is applicable and, if appropriate, submit the required Due Diligence Information by the above-mentioned expiry date.

The Radiocommunication Bureau has identified the networks falling within the scope of resolves 2. A list of those networks is available for consultation on the ITU-R Web page at:

However, the Bureau wishes to inform administrations that this list may not be exhaustive and would request administrations also to check into their records to identify any networks falling within the scope of resolves 2 that may have been omitted from the list.

The Bureau will send individual reminders to the concerned administrations for further action. However, all administrations are requested to consider the present Circular-letter also as a reminder under resolves 4 of Resolution 49 and to take appropriate action as indicated in § 2 above.
