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The Ad hoc Group was created to discuss the issues raised in RAG Documents 7, 8 and 10 relating to the sharing and compatibility studies between services to which frequency bands are allocated in the bands 698-806 and 790-862 MHz, as well as the general issue relating to sharing studies where different services (and consequently study groups/working parties) are involved. Following a discussion in which various views were expressed, it was agreed to present the following to RAG for its consideration:

1
General issue of sharing

In order to carry out the required studies in a coordinated manner and to duly take into account the viewpoints/interests of each and every working party concerned, RAG invited the study groups to consider the following course of action:

1.1
In cases where in a given study more than one study group is involved, all concerned and interested parties need to be duly consulted and should mutually agree on the most appropriate mechanism to be used, in order to avoid potential overlapping/duplication of the work.

1.2
The study groups need to mutually agree on the leading entity for the sharing work to be carried out.

2
Sharing studies required under Resolution 224 relating to the frequency bands are allocated in 698-806 and 790-862 MHz

The following viewpoints were expressed:

2.1
No change should be made to the terms of reference of JTG 5-6. In this case, the Chairmen of Study Groups 5 and 6 should consult and coordinate the activity related to the Resolution 224 studies, before the first meeting of JTG 5-6 (28 May – 3 July 2008), in order to give guidance to administrations in a timely manner.
2.2
To consider the enlargement of the terms of reference of JTG 5-6 in order that the compatibility studies referred to in the invites 1 of Resolution 224 be also carried out within this Joint Task Group. In this case, the Chairmen of SGs 5 and 6 are required to coordinate in a timely manner to task the JTG accordingly.
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
