Internet governance is the development and application by Governments, the private sector and civil society, in their respective roles, of shared principles, norms, rules, decision-making procedures, and programmes that shape the evolution and use of the Internet.

which correspond with position of Russian experts reflected in Memorandum of the round table “Internet Governance: Sight from Russia” (April 12, 2005, Moscow, Russia)
Participants of a round table call WGIG to concentrate the activity on development of the international frame documents, the modeling standards, called to provide safety and reliability of functioning of the Internet and concretizing features of application of usual norms of the right in the cyberspace.
Call all stakeholders to:

1. Support the provisions of the Report of the Working Group on Internet Governance.
2. Raise the discussion on the Internet governance on national and international level in accordance with the provisions of the Report of the Working Group on Internet Governance.
3. Participate in discussion on Internet governance issue during the Tunis Phase of the WGIG and seek consensus on the future of Internet and Internet governance on international level.
4. Urge the respective government bodies, private sector and civil society representatives to implement forthcoming decisions of the WGIG on Internet governance issues at international and national levels.
