Nicaragua’s Proposal:

53.
We encourage those governments that have adopted legislation on privacy and/or data protection to coordinate these measures, and their enforcement, with other countries and we call upon those governments that have not yet developed such measures to consider doing so, with the appropriate participation of all stakeholders.

55.
We note with satisfaction the increasing volume and value of all e-business, including the purchase of goods and services using e-commerce, both within and across national boundaries. We call for the development of consumer protection laws and enforcement mechanisms to protect the rights of consumers during the online purchase of goods and services, and for enhanced international cooperation to facilitate a further expansion of the possibilities of e-commerce as well as consumer confidence in it.
Add 55 bis:

55b. We also note with satisfaction the increasing use of ICT by governments to serve citizens and encourage countries that have not yet done so, to develop an e-government national agenda.
