ECPAT International: Proposed amendments 

for WSIS Tunis outcome document

ECPAT International remains concerned that the WSIS final documents fail to include explicit reference to children. Herewith are ECPAT International’s latest recommendations for text revisions and inclusions to several of the WSIS papers currently under review and made available on the WSIS website on the morning of 29 September 2005 (GMT).

Note ECPAT International has ECOSOC status and previously submitted contributions by its Executive Director, Ms Carmen Madrinan, on 14 August 2004: ECPAT International contribution on the Political Chapeau and the Operational Part Document WSIS-II/PC-3/CONTR/046-E.

POLITICAL CHAPEAU

With reference to the Political Chapeau, Document WSIS-II/PC-3/DT12-E, 27 September 2005:

Paragraph 1

Note: The text in the first paragraph has been altered to say ‘women and men’. The text as is excludes children. It is recommended that ‘and children’ be inserted to ensure the text is fully inclusive. See red bold text below.

1. We, the representatives of the peoples of the world, have gathered in Tunis from 16-18 November 2005 for this second phase of the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS) to reiterate our unequivocal support for the Declaration of Principles and Plan of Action adopted at the first phase of the World Summit on the Information Society in Geneva in December 2003. [We reaffirm our desire and commitment to build a people-centred, inclusive and development-oriented Information Society, where everyone can create, access, utilize and share information and knowledge, enabling individuals, communities and peoples to achieve their full potential in promoting their sustainable development and improving their quality of life, to eradicate poverty and to attain the internationally-agreed development goals of the Millennium Declaration, premised on the purposes and principles of the Charter of the United Nations respecting fully and upholding the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, and upholding international law and [effective] [strengthening] multilateralism. [We reaffirm our desire and commitment to build a people-centred, inclusive and development-oriented Information Society, premised on the purposes and principles of the Charter of the United Nations, [national sovereignty,] [and the Declaration on the Right to Development (1986)], international law and multilateralism, and respecting fully and upholding the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, so that people [women and men and children] everywhere can create, access, utilize and share information and knowledge, to achieve their full potential and to attain the internationally-agreed development goals and objectives, including the Millennium Development Goals.] the internationally-agreed development goals of the Millennium Declaration.

Paragraph 5D

Note: The recommendation in 5D to deal with forms of racial discrimination is insufficiently broad to cover all forms of ‘illegal and harmful content’. It is recommended the text be expanded to include other international instruments. See red bold text below.

[5D. We will take appropriate measures to combat illegal and harmful content in media content, inter alia, ensuring full compliance with article 4 of the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination.] , the Convention on the Rights of the Child (notably article 17), and the Council of Europe Convention on Cybercrime.

50. We underline the importance of effective instruments and efficient mechanisms, at national and international levels, for the prosecution of cybercrime, including crime committed in one jurisdiction but having effects in another. In this respect we call upon governments, in cooperation with other stakeholders, to develop necessary legislation for the investigation and prosecution of cybercrime, taking into account existing international frameworks and acceding to them, [for example the Council of Europe Convention on Cybercrime and UNGA Resolutions 55/63 and 56/121].

We reaffirm our commitment to the freedom to seek, receive, impart and use information, in particular, for the creation, accumulation and dissemination of knowledge. We affirm that measures undertaken to ensure Internet stability and security, to fight cybercrime (including crimes related to child pornography as defined under the Convention on Cybercrime) and to counter spam, must protect and respect the provisions for privacy and freedom of expression as contained in the relevant parts of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the WSIS Declaration of Principles.
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
