El Salvador new par between 3 and 4 regarding public information.

El Salvador suggests to take away the text of IAMCR for par 4 in DT6: 

 

"as part of an explicit commitment to a global policy of open access to relevant public information" 

 

Based on that, to draft a new par between 3 and 4 that will read: 

 

"We make a commitment towards a global policy of open access to relevant public information." 

El Salvador proposals for paragraph 6

El Salvador supports the suggestion by Japan to add “universal, ubiquitous, equitable and affordable”.   

  

Regarding 6b, included in DT-2 rev. 3, the contribution from ILO, OECD and UNCTAD, 

  

We consider the first part of this contribution from “A healthy business” up to   “transactions.”   to be already better captured in section B6, especially par 39 of the Declaration of Principles of   Geneva. Therefore, we suggest to delete this part of the text. 

  

The text which El Salvador can support is: 

  

The availability of transaction facilities, trust mechanisms, logistics and transportation and access to postal services, energy and communication facilities are essential. 

  

Regarding 6c, we support the text proposed by Luxembourg (EU), contained in DT-2 rev.3. 

  

Regarding the contribution from ILO, OECD, UNCTAD for 6c, included in DT-2 rev. 3, which we don’t consider to be an alternative to 6c,   we suggest to split the text in two different literals and make some modifications in the drafting of the second part as follows: 

  

6c bis) The introduction of ICTs requires training and retraining of the labour force. 

  

6c ter) The education and training systems should be able to adapt to changes in work practices. 

  

Regarding 6d, El Salvador supports the contribution of New Zealand contained in DT-2 rev 3. 

  

Regarding 6g, the new 6p suggested by the International Association for Media and Communication Research (IAMCR), contained in DT-6 rev. 2, El Salvador suggests to delete this text because their ideas are better captured in par 55 of the Declaration of Principles of Geneva. 

  

Regarding the third paragraph of the Dominican Republic proposal contained in page 11 of DT-6 rev 2, we suggest the following amendment: 

  

The transformation Proposals to make use of radio and television into for education al and learning tools . The learned lessons of this process will be shared by means of interactive online forums.
